It all 
matters to him and is worthy of our time, talent and treasure.

Winston Churchill once said, “The farther backward you look, the farther 
forward you are likely to see.” We can learn great lessons from the past. There are 
generations of followers of Jesus that have gone before us 
that have effectively engaged their frontlines in Jerusalem, 
Judea, Samaria and the Ends of the Earth.
