THOUGHTS ON THE JOURNEY

“Lord, Break Me.” I honestly cannot think of a scarier thing to pray. What would that 
mean? Would my health be compromised? Do I have some pride lurking in my heart 

that I do not know about that would be 
exposed? Would something happen to 
someone close to me? Would I lose a close 
friend? What would it look like to be fully 
surrendered to God and allow him to 
break me?

 I think a big part of the problem in praying 
that is my focus. I am worried about the 
“me” part of that request. What does 
it mean for me? What will I have to go 

through? How much will it hurt…me? But, what I ought to be focused on is the “Lord” 
part of the request. It is our good and gracious Father that I am making this request of. 
It is the one who promised that “for those who love God all things work together for 
good.”

Yes, my Father may break me. Yes, it might be painful. Yes, I might have to face some 
things I wanted to pretend were not there. But our God is a good and gracious God 
and would only allow that which was for my good. Now, we simply need to move past 
the place of fear to get to the place of trust.

So, how about you? Are you willing to pray such a prayer? What is your biggest 
concern in praying such a thing? Do you believe that God might break, but for the 
good? All of these are issues of faith. If we truly want to be all that God has called us to 
be, we have to step out and let Him work.

My prayer for you, and for myself, is that as we dig in today you would be able to find 
the courage to pray, “Lord, Break Me!”
