Here is my paraphrase of the question, “How
does Northside determine what curriculums are used in
the different bible studies?” Sometimes I mistakenly believe
members and regular attenders know what the plan is,
but I should not assume.

Many of our studies are produced by Lifeway Resources,
which back in the day was called “The Sunday School Board
of the Southern Baptist Convention.” In 1998 the Sunday
School Board changed it’s name to Lifeway Resources.

Our current Sunday Morning bible study curriculums
used by most groups assist those attending in making it
through a general overview of the Bible in a six year period.
Most Journey Groups meet on Sunday evenings and are
short term bible studies of various topics.

We know that there are other evangelical Christian
curriculums that are good that are not necessarily written
by a “baptist.” Material from Baptist Way Press, the
Navigators, Renovare, are just a few that have been taught
at Northside.

When considering the use of these curriculums, staff
and leaders check to see if the curriculum falls in line
with the Baptist statement of faith called The Baptist Faith
and Message. The Baptist Faith and Message was designed
to provide helpful doctrinal summaries for the Baptist
community and be a concise witness statement to the world.
