Lent begins on Valentine’s Day this year as Ash Wednesday falls on 
February 14th.  What a perfect day to reflect on God’s great gift of love 
for us in sending his son, Jesus Christ, to be our Lord and Savior. 

This year’s theme for Lent is “Our Walk with Jesus:  The Music of Our 
Lives.”  We all have favorite hymns/songs that speak to us and our 
Christian faith in unique ways.  Would you be willing to choose a hymn/
song and share about what it means to you (2-3 minutes, video or 
live)?  We might even sing the song in worship or at least listen to a 
recording of it.  It doesn't have to be religious – secular music can 
speak to our faith, too.  Youth are also welcome to participate! 

In addition, we will have a special walking program called "Here I 
Step."  Did you know that the distance between Nazareth and 
Jerusalem is 80 miles?  If you walk 2 miles a day during the season of 
Lent (with Sundays off to rest), you will cover a total of 80 miles.  In 
addition, during Lent you will be invited to read through the Gospel of 
John using a daily reading plan.  You can even go on YouTube and 
hear an audio recording of John’s Gospel.  Why not listen to it while 
you walk each day? 

The Season of Lent gives us the opportunity to grow in our discipleship 
as we journey to the cross with Jesus.  This year let us all sing songs 
and hymns and spiritual songs with thankfulness in our hearts on our 
Lenten walk with Jesus.
