Discussion Questions

Think back to when faith became real to you - not just something you heard,
but something you experienced. What made the difference?

In verses 1-2, John emphasizes what he has seen, heard and touched - this is a
real, historical Jesus. Why is it critical that our faith is grounded in someone
objectively real, rather than a religious concept?

If you are not experiencing joy in your walk with the Lord, how might deeper
fellowship with other believers restore that joy? (vv.3-4)

There is absolutely no darkness in God (v. 5). How does this help us
understand his fundamental character and nature?

John makes it clear that our words and actions must agree (vv. 6, 8 and 10). In
what ways do we deceive ourselves, justifying our own sin?

Verses 7 and 9 are the remedy to the problem. What does it mean to walk in the
light? What are the blessings of walking in the light?

Christ died (on purpose!) to secure your salvation. What would it look like to
lean into God's faithfulness to forgive rather than your own performance?
