Epiphany Must Go On!

Epiphany–a beautiful word! Beautiful because it designates the Lord’s appearing among men and the 

manifestation of His glory. Today we primarily commemorate the manifestation of God to the Magi, or 

Wise Men from the east, in the person of the Christ Child. Some Christians have celebrated the 

Savior’s birth on Epiphany, Jan. 6. Others have remembered His Baptism on that day. 

 

On the Sundays after Epiphany, we see Jesus in the temple at Jerusalem about His Father’s business. 

We see Him at the wedding of Cana, where He turned water into wine and manifested forth His glory. 

We see Him by a mere word healing the servant of the centurion. We see Him still the raging tempest 

on the sea. “What manner of man is this, that even the winds and the sea obey Him!” Indeed, He is 

manifesting His divine glory.

Establish Consistency:  Start small by adding one or two 

specific times for prayer, such as morning, lunchtime, or 

before bed, rather than aiming for unrealistic long daily 

sessions.   

 

Utilize a Prayer Journal:  Dedicate a notebook to write 

down prayers, gratitude lists and scripture verses to track 

how prayers are answered. 

 

Use Scripture in Prayer:  Focus on praying through specific 

books of the Bible, such as the Gospel of John or Psalms, to 

guide your conversations with God.   

 

Engage in Focused Prayer: Dedicate specific days to pray 

for certain causes such as: on Monday pray for the 

homeless, on Tuesday pray for your extended family, on 

Wednesday pray for current events happening, etc.  

 

Create Physical Prompts:  Use daily routines, like your 

commute or washing dishes, as triggers to pause and pray 

throughout the day. 

 

Focus on Relationship: View prayer as connecting with 

God, not just a task to be checked off.

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In Memoriam: Pastor Scott Ganas 
 

Scott Gana was the vacancy pastor at First Lutheran Church of Temple City 

from 2020 to April 2024 

 
Scott Ganas entered the world on his earthly father’s birthday, February 22, 

1954, and went home to be with his Heavenly Father on November 23, 2025. 

He was a long-time and much-loved pastor, husband, father, grandfather, 

brother, and friend—someone whose joy, warmth, and kindness made every 

room brighter. 

 

Scott was born in Ohio and moved to the Bay Area in California in the late 

50s, which was the same time his beloved Giants moved from New York to 

San Francisco. He grew up with his two precious siblings, Roger and Christy. 

In high school, his love for sports continued to thrive as he played baseball 

and served as the quarterback for his football team. However, his happiest moment was when he 

became a Christian on May 1, 1975, and a self-proclaimed Jesus Freak. 

 

From there, Scott stayed in Northern California, completing a degree in Criminal Justice from 

Sacramento State University and eventually taking steps to join the Police Academy. However, in 

1980, he met the person who would become his inspiration, confidant, and life-partner for the next 45 

years, a comic writer and actor, Monica Ganas. Their love grew fast and strong, and when Scott 

proposed to Monica, she said she would only marry him if he had a job where he didn’t have a gun. 

They were married on August 23rd of the same year, and Scott kept his promise by pursuing a 

Master of Divinity at Asbury Seminary. 

 

While both Monica and Scott pursued graduate school and new careers in the 80s, they also 

welcomed Erin Gaw (born 1981) and Nick Ganas (born 1983) into their homes. As a father, Scott was 

compassionate, charming, kind, and humorous, and he was much loved by his children in return. It is 

then no surprise that he eventually decided to expand his parental horizons by becoming an ordained 

minister in 1991. 

 

From then on, Scott poured his heart into serving congregations and students alike. He taught 

Christian Ministries and Public Speaking at Azusa Pacific and Biola Universities and served as the 

lead pastor at Good Shepherd in Menifee and First Lutheran in Temple City. Whether from the pulpit, 

in a classroom, or simply sitting in his Azusa living room, Scott did what he loved most: sharing joy, 

love, and truth. 

 

Outside of this, some of his proudest moments were with his family. He found joy walking his daughter 

Erin, down the aisle on August 7, 1999 to marry Dave Gaw, a partner in Scott’s humor and joy, and 

was ecstatic to eventually enter the world of grandparenthood with the birth of Lizzy Gaw in 2013. He 

also loved sharing his enthusiasm for music with his son, Nick Ganas, seeing him perform live on 

stage or jamming with him on their outdoor patio. And nothing could have made him happier than 

seeing his life partner, Monica, thrive as a theater professor and director at Azusa Pacific University. 

He was always there supporting her and her students, from being an enthusiastic audience member 

at each show to getting in on the action as an actor in short films and community performances 

through their family-formed nonprofit, Azusa Renaissance Theater. 
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It is not an exaggeration to say that Scott Ganas never knew a stranger, only friends. From the wait 

staff at his local dinner date spots to the mechanics that serviced his convertibles, everyone who 

encountered him got the privilege of forming a special connection with the winsome, sparkling 

personality that he was. His memory lives on in the countless hearts of those he loved and in the 

actions of those who seek to carry on his legacy of joy, hope and love.
