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Bible Study Guide

The Blood of the Lamb
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Text: Exodus 12:1-13 (read)

Bible Study Focus:  When John the Baptist saw Jesus and declared, “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!” (John 1:29), he was not using a random phrase. He was drawing on nearly 1500 years of sacred history—a history rooted in one of the most pivotal nights Israel ever experienced: The Passover.  This study traces God’s redemptive roadmap from Egypt to Calvary.    

Key verse: The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you live; and when I see the blood I will pass over you, and no plague will befall you to destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt.  – Exodus 12:13

· Colossians 1:19,20 - 19 For it was the Father’s good pleasure for all the fullness to dwell in Him, 20 and through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having made peace through the blood of His cross.

· Question:  The protection of the Passover was for everyone inside the house—regardless of their past.  What does this tell us about the scope of what Jesus accomplished on the cross?
