We're thrilled to report that
24 participants completed the training and are now officially enrolled in
our Bible lesson program.

Our team will also conduct medical clinics and
some home Vvisits.

Philippines (April 21-May 13)

and Church Administration with 15 men/students.

Wayne will also work with leaders of local churches. Last October, an
online leadership class was started with five leaders of the Balugo
Church of Christ. These men are getting a better understanding of

their roles as leaders in the church.
