
This Morning’s Sermon Summary 

This sermon emphasizes that the Lord’s Supper, 

based on 1 Corinthians 11, is a serious ordinance 

commanded by God and must not be taken lightly or 

irreverently. The speaker explains that the 

Corinthian church was rebuked not for observing it, 

but for doing so in a way that dishonored Christ—

bringing judgment upon themselves, including 

weakness, sickness, and even death. Taking the 

Lord’s Supper “unworthily” means treating it 

casually, failing to recognize the significance of 

Christ’s sacrifice, being divided in spirit, or neglecting 

personal self-examination. Instead of remembering 

Jesus, they had turned it into a selfish, routine act. 

The message concludes that believers must approach 

the Lord’s Supper with unity, reverence, and sincere 

reflection, examining their lives for sin and honoring 

Christ as the true focus of the observance.
