
This Morning’s Sermon Summary 
This sermon on Matthew 7:1–6 teaches that while 

Christians should avoid a judgmental spirit, they must 

also exercise wisdom and discernment about where they 

invest their time, truth, and spiritual energy. Using 

Jesus’ warning not to give “what is holy to dogs” or cast 

“pearls before swine,” the message explains that sacred 

things—especially the gospel and God’s Word—should 

not be continually offered to those who repeatedly mock, 

reject, or show no appreciation for them. The preacher 

emphasizes that believers should still share the gospel 

broadly and patiently, recognizing that some people take 

time to respond, but they should not persist indefinitely 

with hardened individuals; instead, they should focus on 

those who are receptive. The principle extends beyond 

evangelism to other areas of life—discipleship, personal 

purity, reputation, family priorities, and church 

worship—encouraging Christians to treat what is sacred 

with care and not entrust valuable things to people who 

do not value them, while also warning listeners not to 

become like the “dogs or swine” by repeatedly rejecting 

God’s truth.
