
This Morning’s Sermon Summary 

This sermon on Matthew 8:18–27 teaches that true 

discipleship to Christ is costly and requires genuine faith. 

Using the examples of two would-be followers—one overly 

eager and the other constantly delaying commitment—the 

message warns against romanticizing Christianity as either 

easy and glorious or something to pursue only when life 

becomes more convenient. Jesus emphasizes that following 

Him may require sacrificing comfort, finances, time, family 

priorities, and enduring difficult “storms” in life, yet 

believers are called to trust God through those sacrifices 

rather than live in fear or anxiety. The preacher shares 

personal struggles with surrendering to ministry to 

illustrate that discipleship is not convenient but deeply 

sacrificial. Still, the central encouragement is that Christ 

remains in control through every hardship, providing for 

His followers and strengthening them through faith. The 

sermon concludes by urging listeners to stop making 

excuses, count the cost honestly, trust God fully, and 

respond obediently to Christ’s call, remembering that 

salvation is free by grace, but true discipleship will 

transform one’s life.
