
This Morning’s Sermon Summary 

This sermon on Matthew 8:1–17 presents Jesus as the 

“Great Physician” who has authority not only to teach 

but to heal physical, mental, and spiritual brokenness, 

demonstrating His power to reverse the effects of sin’s 

curse. Through the stories of the leper, the centurion’s 

servant, and Peter’s mother-in-law, it emphasizes 

Christ’s compassion, willingness, and universal reach—

showing that He responds to humble faith regardless of 

background and cares deeply about both personal 

suffering and everyday concerns. The message teaches 

that while miraculous healing can still occur today and 

believers should pray with faith, ultimate and complete 

healing is promised in eternity through Christ’s 

redemptive work on the cross. Ultimately, the sermon 

calls people to trust in Jesus for salvation, believe in 

His power to heal, and use the work He has done in 

their lives as a testimony to serve others.
