
 This Morning’s Sermon Summary 
This sermon teaches that Jesus' calling of Matthew, a 

despised tax collector, reveals the heart of the gospel: God 

extends grace to sinners and calls them to a transformed 

life, regardless of their past. By eating with tax collectors 

and sinners, Jesus demonstrates that His mission is to 

seek and heal those spiritually sick, challenging the 

Pharisees' emphasis on religious performance over mercy 

and compassion. The sermon contrasts the Old Covenant, 

centered on law and works, with the New Covenant, 

centered on God's grace through Christ, arguing that 

acceptance by God comes through faith rather than 

human effort. As recipients of this grace, Christians are 

urged to resist performance-based religion, maintain 

personal holiness, and actively pursue relationships with 

unbelievers—not to adopt sinful lifestyles, but to lovingly 

share the hope of the gospel. The central message is that 

believers should view every person, even the most broken 

or rejected, as someone Christ can redeem and should 

prioritize mercy, evangelism, and grace over mere 

outward religious observance.
