Allison Wickenhieser

My name is Allison Wickenhieser and I am 30 years old.
I am one of six kids and I grew up in Pennsylvania going
to church every Sunday morning, Sunday night and
Wednesday night. I had a great childhood but as a young
teenager, I became very rebellious and turned away from
the Lord.

I had a deep void that I tried to fill with anything and
everything I could get my hands on, but nothing seemed
to work. I shut out my family over the years and moved
around a lot, and eventually found myself as a single
mother to three beautiful little boys, unable to keep my
head above water. Because I didn't have the Lord in my

life, I ended up losing everything. After years of
searching for something to fill that void and never
finding satisfaction, [ found myself homeless, and at the
end of myself. By the grace of God, I found the women's

shelter on Willow and God brought me here when I had

nowhere else to turn. [ realized the difference between

the relationship I had with Jesus as a child and the relationship I've grown to have with the Lord over the last year
is that its not just knowing who Jesus is but actually walking with him and having an intimate relationship with
him. But it required complete and total surrender. He has changed my life and restored back to me the years the
locusts have eaten and I have seen the goodness of God in the land of the living, just as He promised. He has
restored relationships with my family and my children that I haven't had in so long. He has worked so many
miracles in my life I can't even count them all and I give all the glory to God for what he is doing and what he
continues to do in my life. My favorite verse is Proverbs 3:5-6, “Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not
on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will direct your paths” I tend to rely on my
own understanding a lot, so [ need to constantly be reminded to trust in the Lord in everything knowing that he
has a good and perfect plan for my life as long as I continue to stay surrendered to his Will.

I never imagined [ would find myself where I once was-exhausted, overwhelmed, and unsure of how I would make
it through another day. As a single mother of three, the weight on my shoulders felt unbearable at times. There were
nights I cried myself to sleep, praying quietly so my children wouldn't hear, asking God for
strength I didn't feel I had. I carried guilt, fear, and doubt. I questioned my
worth, my decisions, and even my future. But even in my lowest moments,

Life is not perfect now. There are still hard days, still moments of
uncertainty. But I am no longer the woman I used to be. I am stronger,
more grounded, and filled with a hope that I once thought was lost.
Today, I stand grateful-for every struggle that shaped me, for every
person who walked beside me, and for a God who never left me, even
when I felt completely alone.

As I look ahead, I don't know exactly what the future holds-but I
no longer fear it. [ trust that the same God who brought me
> this far will continue to guide me and my children forward.
For the first time in a long time, I am excited for what's to
come.

But you are not like that, for you are a chosen
people. You are royal priests, a holy nation, God’s
very own possession. As a result, you can show
others the goodness of God, for he called you out

of the darkness into his wonderful light.

there was a small, steady voice inside me reminding me that [ was not alone.
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
