Peshat — The literal / direct meaning: “to spread,” “to stretch out” (giving full and
detailed explanation

Remez — A hint of something deeper / philosophical allegorism) allegorical

search) homiletical

S6d — Hidden meaning — “secret” (mystery) or the esoteric / mystical meaning, as given
through inspiration or revelation

Teach your children well... “Father, why is this night different from all others?” (See Gen.
18:19) Exodus 12:24-27

10" of Nisan — The Presentation and Selection of the Lamb (Matt. 21:9, John 12:13, Mk 11:9)

e Each family took a lamb (without blemish) from the flock and tied it to the bed, keeping it
for four (4) days and then offered it as a sacrifice to God. The day the lamb was taken was
Shabbat, the 10™ of Nisan. (A pet lamb)

e The Feast of Unleavened Bread is often called “Passover” because only unleavened (no

yeast) bread was eaten during the seven days immediately following Passover. (13th of

Nisan)

e The deadline for removing all leavened food from one’s house is the evening, one day prior
to the Seder.

14™ of Nisan — Passover
17" of Nisan — First Fruits (always on Sunday)
