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 Jesus Christ (Yeshua Ha Mashiach) is the Lamb of God whom died for the sin of the world (John 1:24) 

 

 Jesus’ mission became clear to mankind only after He had been crucified on the cross.  Yet the 

Scriptures reveal in Revelation that the “Lamb was slain before the foundation of the world.” 

 

I Peter 1:18-20 says:   

 

“Knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from 

your futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, but with precious blood, as of a 

lamb, unblemished and spotless, the Blood of Christ.

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The Way of Balaam, The Error of Balaam, The Doctrine of Balaam 

“The Way of Balaam” – A readiness to prostitute his high spiritual gifts and privileges for “the 

wages of unrighteousness.”  (2 Pet 2:14-15) 

 Being willing to preach something contrary to God’s Word for personal gain. 

 

“The Error of Balaam” – His willingness to be hired by the enemies of the people of God, to 

curse them, even though he was warned by God not to do so. (Jude 11, Numbers 22:12) 

 

“The Doctrine of Balaam” – Spiritual un-chastity, marriage with the world. 

 He used his own teaching authority to persuade God’s people that it was alright for 

them to persuade compromise these standards, even to commit fornication with their 

idol worshiping enemies-Idolatry. (Rev. 2:14 , Josh 13:22) 

 

Since Balaam couldn’t prophecy against Israel or curse them, for Balak, He explained how to 

make them defeat themselves – self-destruct.  He told Balak to take the most attractive girls 

and camp on the fringes, get them to entice the men to have sex with them and engage in 

promiscuity (immorality) and idol worship, thus causing God’s judgment to fall on Israel. 

In His twisted and perverted mind he assumed he could, per se, obey the Word of the Lord and, 

at the same time, help Balak destroy Israel and still get paid! 

Matthew 5:13 – “You are the salt of the earth, but if the salt loses its flavor, how shall it be 

seasoned?  It is then good for nothing but to be  thrown out and trampled underfoot by men.”
