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Spiritual Blessings

Ephesians 1:3 “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has
blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.”
Psalm 103:2 “Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits.”

Prayer Points:

1. We decree that every spiritual blessing ordained for us in Christ begins to
manifest without resistance.

2. We command divine benefits to locate us and saturate every area of our
lives.

3. We rebuke every force assigned to hinder or delay our spiritual blessings.

Philippians 4:19 “And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches
in glory by Christ Jesus.”

2 Peter 1:3 “As His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and
godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue.”

Prayer Points:

1. We command every resource tied to our destiny to surface and come
under divine order.

2. We decree that supernatural supply flows unhindered into our lives.
3. We rebuke every spirit of lack, shortage, and insufficiency.
