Destroying the Grasshopper Mindset 

1. REBUKING INFERIORITY AND FALSE IDENTITY Prophet Courtney Jones 

Numbers 13:33 “There we saw the giants (the descendants of Anak came from 

the giants); and we were like grasshoppers in our own sight, and so we were in 

their sight.”  

2 Corinthians 5:17 “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old 

things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.”  

Prayer Points  

1. We rebuke the spirit of inferiority and command it to be dismantled by the 

authority of God.  

2. We decree that every false self-perception is uprooted and that our identity is 

reestablished in Christ alone.  

3. We declare that no internal voice of smallness shall be permitted to rule over 

our minds again. 

2. DESTROYING FEAR OF GIANTS Prophetess Layla Jones 

Deuteronomy 31:6 – “Be strong and of good courage, do not fear nor be afraid 

of them; for the Lord your God, He is the One who goes with you. He will not 

leave you nor forsake you.”  

Joshua 1:9 – “Have I not commanded you? Be strong and of good courage; do 

not be afraid, nor be dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you wherever you 

go.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke fear magnified by comparison and command it to be cast 

down by divine authority. 

2. We decree that every exaggerated view of opposition is shattered and 

that courage is released upon us. 

3. We declare that boldness is restored as our inheritance in God. 
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3. BREAKING MENTAL STRONGHOLDS OF LIMITATION Min. Roxane Toussaint 

2 Corinthians 10:4–5 – “For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but 

mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every 

high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every 

thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ.”  

Romans 12:2 – “And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by 

the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and 

acceptable and perfect will of God.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke every mental stronghold built by past failures and spoken 

defeat. 

2. We decree that limitations imposed upon our thinking are pulled down by 

the power of God. 

3. We declare that our minds are renewed to align with heaven’s 

perspective. 

4. SILENCING THE VOICE OF SELF-DOUBT Sis. Marshea Benjamin 

James 1:6 – “But let him ask in faith, with no doubting, for he who doubts is like a 

wave of the sea driven and tossed by the wind.”  

Hebrews 10:35 – “Therefore do not cast away your confidence, which has great 

reward.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke the voice of self-doubt and command it to be silenced 

permanently. 

2. We decree that confidence in God’s calling is established within us. 

3. We declare that assurance and faith are activated without resistance. 

5. OVERTHROWING THE SPIRIT OF FEAR Min. Stacy Abel  

2 Timothy 1:7 – “For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of 

love and of a sound mind.”  

Proverbs 28:1 – “The wicked flee when no one pursues, but the righteous are 

bold as a lion.” 
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Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke timidity and command it to be expelled by divine power. 

2. We decree that boldness and spiritual authority are released upon our 

lives. 

3. We declare that fear no longer finds a dwelling place within us. 

6. RECLAIMING GOD’S ORIGINAL INTENTION Elder Delores Jones 

Jeremiah 29:11 – “For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the Lord, 

thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope.”  

Ephesians 2:10 – “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good 

works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke every distortion of God’s original design for our lives. 

2. We decree that purpose is restored and aligned with heaven’s blueprint. 

3. We declare that destiny is pursued without hesitation or retreat. 

7. BREAKING AGREEMENT WITH DEFEAT Bro. Elyon Jones 

1 Corinthians 15:57 – “But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our 

Lord Jesus Christ.”  

Romans 8:37 – “Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him 

who loved us.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke every agreement made with defeat, failure, and retreat. 

2. We decree that victory consciousness is established by the Word of God. 

3. We declare that triumph is enforced in every area of our lives. 

8. RESTORING SPIRITUAL VISION Sis. Salome Francis 

Proverbs 29:18 – “Where there is no revelation, the people cast off restraint; but 

happy is he who keeps the law.”  

Ephesians 1:18 – “The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you 

may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His 

inheritance in the saints.” 
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Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke blindness of perception and limited spiritual sight. 

2. We decree that clarity is released and truth is seen without distortion. 

3. We declare that vision aligned with God’s promises is activated. 

9. DISMANTLING THE SPIRIT OF COMPARISON Sis. Kimra DeWindt 

Galatians 6:4 – “But let each one examine his own work, and then he will have 

rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another.”  

2 Corinthians 10:12 – “For we dare not class ourselves or compare ourselves with 

those who commend themselves. But they, measuring themselves by 

themselves, and comparing themselves among themselves, are not wise.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke the spirit of comparison and command it to be destroyed. 

2. We decree that contentment and divine confidence are established 

within us. 

3. We declare that our assignment is embraced without envy or intimidation. 

10. BREAKING THE POWER OF NEGATIVE CONFESSION Min. Luella Charles 

Proverbs 18:21 – “Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those who 

love it will eat its fruit.”  

Mark 11:23 – “For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be 

removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but 

believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke every negative confession spoken against our destiny. 

2. We decree that our mouths are aligned with faith and truth. 

3. We declare that life-producing words proceed from us continually. 

11. RELEASING DOMINION CONSCIOUSNESS Sis. Cerine Georges 

Genesis 1:26 – “Then God said, ‘Let Us make man in Our image, according to 

Our likeness; let them have dominion…’”  

Luke 10:19 – “Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and 

scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means 

hurt you.” 
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Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke the mindset of powerlessness and subjugation. 

2. We decree that dominion is restored according to God’s mandate. 

3. We declare that authority is exercised without apology or fear. 

12. BREAKING THE SPIRIT OF INTIMIDATION Sis. Sameca Samuel 

Isaiah 54:14 – “In righteousness you shall be established; You shall be far from 

oppression, for you shall not fear; And from terror, for it shall not come near you.” 

Acts 4:29 – “Now, Lord, look on their threats, and grant to Your servants that with 

all boldness they may speak Your word.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke intimidation designed to shrink our obedience. 

2. We decree that divine confidence is enthroned within us. 

3. We declare that obedience is carried out boldly and without 

compromise. 

13. UPROOTING THE SLAVE MENTALITY Min. Sandi Jeffrey 

Romans 8:15 – “For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but 

you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, ‘Abba, Father.’”  

Galatians 5:1 – “Stand fast therefore in the liberty by which Christ has made us 

free, and do not be entangled again with a yoke of bondage.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke every remnant of a slave mentality lingering in our thinking. 

2. We decree that sonship consciousness is firmly established. 

3. We declare that freedom is walked in fully and without restraint. 

14. BREAKING FEAR OF FAILURE Bro. Brent Lettsome 

Proverbs 24:16 – “For a righteous man may fall seven times and rise again, but 

the wicked shall fall by calamity.”  

Micah 7:8 – “Do not rejoice over me, my enemy; when I fall, I will arise; when I sit 

in darkness, the Lord will be a light to me.” 
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Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke fear of failure and command it to lose influence. 

2. We decree that faith-filled action is released without hesitation. 

3. We declare that progress is made without paralysis or delay. 

15. RECLAIMING CONFIDENCE IN GOD’S POWER Elder Akeema Crabbe 

Zechariah 4:6 – “Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit, says the Lord of 

hosts.”  

Philippians 4:13 – “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke reliance on human strength and limited ability. 

2. We decree that trust in God’s power is fully restored. 

3. We declare that divine enablement is released upon every assignment. 

 

16. BREAKING THE SPIRIT OF DISCOURAGEMENT 

Nehemiah 8:10 – “Do not sorrow, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”  

Psalm 42:11 – “Why are you cast down, O my soul? And why are you disquieted 

within me? Hope in God; for I shall yet praise Him, the help of my countenance 

and my God.” 

Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke discouragement and heaviness of heart. 

2. We decree that joy and strength are restored by the Spirit of God. 

3. We declare that hope is firmly anchored in God’s promises. 

 

17. ESTABLISHING A CONQUEROR’S MINDSET 

Romans 8:37 – “Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him 

who loved us.” 

Joshua 21:45 – “Not a word failed of any good thing which the Lord had spoken 

to the house of Israel. All came to pass.” 
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Prayer Points: 

1. We rebuke the grasshopper mindset completely and command it to be 

annihilated. 

2. We decree that a conqueror’s mindset is permanently established. 

3. We declare that possession of every God-given promise is enforced by
