New Wine

Joel 2:24 - The threshing floors shall be full of wheat, and the vats shall overflow
with new wine and ail.

Matthew 9:17 — Nor do they put new wine into old wineskins, or else the wineskins
break, the wine is spilled, and the wineskins are ruined. But they put new wine into
new wineskins, and both are preserved.

Prayer Points

1. We decree and declare that our lives are renewed to contain the new wine
of God; every old structure, limitation, and resistance is removed in the
name of Jesus.

2. We receive divine capacity, spiritual flexibility, and fresh grace to steward
the new things God is releasing in this season.

3. We proclaim that our lives will not leak, burst, or waste the new wine, but
will preserve and multiply it for God’s glory.

Psalm 104:15 And wine that makes glad the heart of man, oil to make his face
shine, and bread which strengthens man’s heart.

Isaiah 65:8 Thus says the Lord : “As the new wine is found in the cluster, And one
says, ‘Do not destroy it, For a blessing is init,” So will | do for My servants’ sake, That
| may not destroy them all.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that gladness, joy, and divine refreshing fill our home, displacing
heaviness, sorrow, and oppression.

2. We declare that the cluster of blessing within our household is preserved
and multiplied by the Lord’s hand.

3. We proclaim that our home becomes a sanctuary of peace, revelation,
and spiritual abundance.

Isaiah 44:3 For | will pour water on him who is thirsty, And floods on the dry ground;
| will pour My Spirit on your descendants, And My blessing on your offspring;

Psalm 128:3 “Your wife shall be like a fruitful vine In the very heart of your house,
Your children like olive plants All around your table.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that our family line is saturated with the Spirit's outpouring,
breaking generational limitations and igniting generational blessings.

2. We declare that our children and descendants walk in fresh grace, divine
wisdom, and spiritual inheritance.

3. We proclaim that our lineage becomes a carrier of revival, reformation,
and kingdom influence.

Ecclesiastes 9:10 Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with your might; for there
is no work or device or knowledge or wisdom in the grave where you are going.

Deuteronomy 33:28 Then Israel shall dwell in safety, The fountain of Jacob alone,
In aland of grain and new wine; His heavens shall also drop dew.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that fresh strength, creativity, and excellence flow into every
assignment entrusted to us.

2. We declare that the dew of heaven rests upon our work, causing
supernatural productivity and favor.

3. We proclaim that we operate with divine strategy, precision, and
unstoppable momentum.

Acts 2:17 ‘And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That | will pour out
of My Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young
men shall see visions, Your old men shall dream dreams.

2 Corinthians 3:6 Who also made us sufficient as ministers of the new covenant,
not of the letter but of the Spirit; for the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life.
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Prayer Points

1. We decree that our ministry is marked by life, power, and the unmistakable
evidence of the Spirit’s refreshing.

2. We declare that every stale structure is replaced by Spirit-led movement
and fresh fire.

3. We proclaim that we minister from overflow, not depletion—carrying life
everywhere we go.

Proverbs 29:2 When the righteous are in authority, the people rejoice; But when a
wicked man rules, the people groan.

Isaiah 32:15 Until the Spirit is poured upon us from on high, And the wilderness
becomes a fruitful field, And the fruitful field is counted as a forest.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that every governmental sphere we touch receives divine
alignment and Spirit-led clarity.

2. We declare that righteousness rises and influences decisions, policies, and
legislative environments.

3. We proclaim that we carry governmental grace, prophetic insight, and
kingdom authority.

Psalm 2:8 Ask of Me, and | will give You The nations for Your inheritance, And the
ends of the earth for Your possession.

Isaiah 62:4 You shall no longer be termed Forsaken, Nor shall your land any more
be termed Desolate; But you shall be called Hephzibah, and your land Beulah;
For the Lord delights in you, And your land shall be married.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that our territory awakens under the outpouring of God's Spirit
revival, renewal, and restoration breaking forth.

2. We declare that barren places become fruitful and oppressed places
become liberated.

3. We proclaim that the delight of the Lord rests upon our land, fransforming
it by His glory.
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John 16:13 However, when He, the Spirit of tfruth, has come, He will guide you into
all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will
speak; and He will tell you things to come.

1 Corinthians 2:10 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit
searches all things, yes, the deep things of God.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that the Spirit sharpens our discernment, enabling us to see,
hear, and perceive with accuracy.

2. We declare that deception and confusion break as truth is unveiled.

3. We proclaim that we walk in prophetic clarity and divine insight.

Isaiah 40:31 But those who wait on the Lord Shall renew their strength; They shall
mount up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary, They shall walk
and not faint.

Psalm 92:10 But my horn You have exalted like a wild ox; | have been anointed
with fresh oil.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that fresh strength floods our spirit, soul, and body.
2. We declare that weariness and fatigue break under the anointing.
3. We proclaim that we run with divine energy and endurance.

Micah 2:13 The one who breaks open will come up before them; They will break
out, Pass through the gate, And go out by it; Their king will pass before them, With
the Lord at their head.”

Isaiah 10:27 It shall come to pass in that day That his burden will be taken away
from your shoulder, And his yoke from your neck, And the yoke will be destroyed
because of the anointing oil.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that every barrier before us breaks open by the power of the
Spirit.
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2. We declare that every yoke is destroyed and every obstruction removed.
3. We proclaim that we advance with unstoppable momentum.

Deuteronomy 7:13 And He will love you and bless you and multiply you; He wiill
also bless the fruit of your womb and the fruit of your land, your grain and your
new wine and your oil, the increase of your cattle and the offspring of your flock,
in the land of which He swore to your fathers to give you.

Psalm 65:11 You crown the year with Your goodness, And Your paths drip with
abundance.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that abundance flows into our finances, resources, and
opportunities.

2. We declare that lack and stagnation break under the weight of God’s
goodness.

3. We proclaim that our storehouses overflow and our hands prosper.

Jeremiah 30:17 For | will restore health to you And heal you of your wounds,’ says
the Lord , ‘Because they called you an outcast saying: “This is Zion; No one seeks
her.” '

Malachi 4:2 But to you who fear My name The Sun of Righteousness shall arise With
healing in His wings; And you shall go out And grow fat like stall-fed calves.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that healing flows into every broken place—spirit, soul, and
body.

2. We declare restoration over every area that has been wounded or
diminished.

3. We proclaim that we rise in wholeness and divine vitality.

Psalm 133:2 It is like the precious oil upon the head, Running down on the beard,
The beard of Aaron, Running down on the edge of his garments.

Ephesians 4:3 Endeavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
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Prayer Points

1. We decree that unity flows among us like precious oil, binding us in divine
purpose.

2. We declare that division and strife lose their power.

3. We proclaim that we move as one voice, one body, and one force.

Luke 10:19 Behold, | give you the authority to frample on serpents and scorpions,
and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.

Romans 16:20 And the God of peace will crush Satan under your feet shortly. The
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that we walk in kingdom authority to tread, bind, loose, and
overthrow.

2. We declare that every demonic resistance collapses under divine power.

3. We proclaim that we enforce heaven’'s agenda with boldness and
dominion.

James 1:5 If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally
and without reproach, and it will be given to him.

Proverbs 2:6 For the Lord gives wisdom; From His mouth come knowledge and
understanding;

Prayer Points
1. We decree that divine wisdom guides every decision we make.

2. We declare that confusion and error are replaced by clarity and precision.
3. We proclaim that we operate with heaven'’s intelligence and strategy.

Isaiah 54:2 “Enlarge the place of your tent, And let them stretch out the curtains
of your dwellings; Do not spare; Lengthen your cords, And strengthen your stakes.

Job 8:7 Though your beginning was small, Yet your latter end would increase
abundantly.
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Prayer Points

1. We decree that our capacity, influence, and impact expand under the
Spirit’s leading.

2. We declare that small beginnings give way to great increase.

3. We proclaim that we grow spiritually, relationally, and territorially.

2 Corinthians 3:18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory
of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as
by the Spirit of the Lord.

Romans 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the
renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable
and perfect will of God.

Prayer Points

1. We decree that we are transformed from glory to glory by the Spirit’s power.

2. We declare that old patterns and limitations fall away as our minds are
renewed.

3. We proclaim that we reflect Christ more fully and walk in His power more
boldly.
