In January, we informed you that Pastor Simon was arrested during a government raid on
one of our house churches and released within 12 hours.

This situation has now escalated. Earlier this month, Simon was re-arrested and has now
been held in confinement since March 9th. He is expected to be released this Thursday,
March 26, 2026, but only after paying a heavy fine of ¥29,000 ($4,200 USD).

Additional Burdens:

* Serious Health Concerns — Just before his arrest, Simon received troubling heart test
results. The stress from persecution and pastoring under pressure is taking a visible toll.
* Family Crisis — His mother is currently hospitalized with congestive heart failure.
Medication is helping, but the situation remains serious.

This Is the Reality - A faithful pastor is sitting in a jail cell for preaching Christ. We live in a
country where we can openly preach the gospel without fear. What we take for granted,
they are paying for.
