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The Holy Estate of Christian Marriage

(Jesus) answered, “Have you not read that he who made them from the beginning made them
male and female, ® and said, ‘For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his
wife, and the two shall become one flesh’? ¢ So they are no longer two but one flesh. What therefore God

has joined together,
let not man put asunder.” Matthew 19:4-6 RSV

Marriage is a service of worship in which the invited guests are not mere spectators but participants in
the service. They are there not simply to watch but to be a congregation of God’s people. Marriage is a
glad occasion overflowing with joy, and those who celebrate it rejoice in the gifts of God—Ilife, health,
strength, sexuality, the family—all that the Creator declared from the beginning to be “very good.”

Marriage is not an exclusively Christian possession. It was known, practiced and honored in the Old
Testament. It is moreover a structure which belongs to all humanity. It is essentially a covenant of fidelity
between a man and woman made with society’s sanction, grounded in the steadfast love of God. God’s
abiding faithfulness is the model: as he is, so should we be.

Marriage is a social contract, the basis of which is the commitment that the man and the woman make to
each other. Contrary to the popular understanding, the basis is not love, for human love is changeable
and cannot be depended on as a reliable foundation. One cannot promise to be in love years hence, but
one can make a commitment...For human beings, faithfulness and love need not go together. In God the
two are joined, and it is in his “steadfast love” that we seek to root our covenant of fidelity as well as our
emotions of love. In the flux of experience, one thing holds true—the vows of fidelity grounded in the love
of God which abides forever.

Introduction

Thank you for your interest in having your wedding at Grace Evangelical Lutheran Church (GELC),
Westerville, Ohio. Due to the number of requests we receive for weddings, it is useful to provide a written
document regarding the process of preparing for a wedding and to state the specific policies relating to
weddings within this congregation. As you read through this booklet, our hope is that many of your
questions will be answered. Certainly, not every possible issue is covered but we have made an effort to
address the most common questions.

Policies and Guidelines

Who may have a wedding at Grace Evangelical Lutheran Church?

Within the North American Lutheran Church and in accordance with the Biblical mandate for the holy
estate of marriage, marriage is between one man and one woman. The norm is for bride and/or groom to
be members of GELC. Although we wish to welcome all people to our church, many request use of a
church for a wedding simply based on “appearance”; they like the looks of the place and think it would
make a good “setting” or “backdrop” for their photos. In our Lutheran understanding, a marriage is a
worship service of the Church of Jesus Christ, as those entering into the holy estate of matrimony come
to their church home to ask God’s blessing upon their relationship. Those who do not take seriously their
Christian faith or have no Christian involvement whatsoever may prefer to have their marriage performed
by a judge, through the civil marriage system. Certainly, marriage within the Church may be an
intentional beginning to lives lived in faith and commitment. If this is the case, we want to encourage and
upbuild that intention. However, please be aware that requests for weddings at GELC where the bride
and/or groom are not members of this church and who have no connection to any Christian congregation
are not often approved. Friends and family members of GELC congregants are, of course, welcome, and
those who are active members of other congregations who are in special circumstances (i.e. have family
in the Columbus area, have difficulty with the annulment process in their own tradition, etc.) are certainly
welcome to request having a wedding at GELC.

How early should we begin the process?

Those who desire to be married at GELC should contact the church office as soon as possible to inquire
regarding date, availability of the pastor/musicians/building. You will also receive important information
about pre-marital counseling (discussed later), cost, etc. Twelve months in advance is not too early to
notify the church office of your intentions. If you know the date of your wedding a year in advance,
contacting the church office at that time will help to secure the date you want for your wedding.
Contacting the church or the pastor too late may result in not being able to have your wedding at GELC.

What is pre-marital counseling?

Marriage is a serious commitment, and one that brings with it unusual strains, pressures, and difficulties,
along with joy, blessings and fulfilment. Because the Church of Jesus Christ views the marriage bond as
a life-long commitment, we encourage those considering marriage to look honestly at themselves, their
relationship and strengths, as well as areas for growth. At GELC, as in most Christian congregations, we
expect that this happens through “pre-marital counseling”. This involves several sessions with a licensed
marriage and family counselor. The pastor or church office will provide you with one or two names of
counselors, if you desire. However, if you have a counselor you would prefer to use, that is acceptable as
well. The couple should contact the counselor as early as possible, arrange a time for meeting, and
begin the process. Counselors charge an hourly fee that the couple pay as agreed with the counselor.
Some counselors may work with a sliding fee scale if cost is an issue. Consider this the most valuable
money spent in preparation for your wedding. We suggest parents or family might consider covering the
cost of “premarital counseling” as their gift to the couple. The usual number of premarital sessions is
three; however, this is up to the counselor and couple to decide. As a benchmark, the fee for three
sessions can be around $300.



Don’t pastors often provide pre-marital counseling?

In the past, many clergy offered pre-marital counseling. It is our firm belief that couples who work with a
licensed marriage and family counselor receive a more valuable, indepth pre-marital experience. If
necessary due to cost, scheduling, etc., the pastor of GELC may be willing to provide pre-marital
counseling; however, you are encouraged to make use of a licensed marriage and family counselor so
that if, in the future, you may wish to work through certain issues, you will already have an established
relationship with a competent counselor. It is not appropriate to do pre-marital counseling with a close
relative (father, mother, brother, sister, grandparent) who is a pastor or counselor.

Who will officiate at our wedding?

Normally, the pastor of GELC will officiate at weddings. The first step in scheduling a wedding at GELC is
to contact the pastor and church office to determine availability and receive approval. In certain
circumstances, another Christian minister may be approved to officiate at your wedding at GELC. This
may include situations when there is a family member or friend who is an ordained minister of the
Gospel. Only ordained ministers of the Gospel may officiate at weddings at GELC, and marriages may
only be between one man and one woman.

How do we plan the marriage service?

Above everything else, the marriage service is a service of worship in which the bridal party and invited
guests are worshipers. The service is a glad service overflowing with joy, and those who participate in
this service focus on God, His presence, and His many gifts. For this reason, the marriage service will
normally follow the form found as an appendix in this booklet. This service utilizes the richness of the
Lutheran tradition within the one, holy, catholic, and apostolic Church. It encourages participation of all
present, ensures the integrity of the service, and provides the needed structure. The service is designed
to present a variety of options, suggestions, and possibilities. Bear in mind, however, as Christian
marriage is a “rite” of the church, the pastor is the final authority regarding the service, music,
decorations, worship furnishings, and articles.

Is there a congregational wedding coordinator?

GELC has an experienced wedding coordinator team. Normally, two will be assigned to assist you with
your wedding preparations, in consultation with the pastor. The coordinators’ responsibilities include
serving as liaison between the congregational sacristan, florist, and pastor, as well as providing direction
to the wedding party. A meeting with the wedding coordinators is recommended as early as possible
after the wedding date is approved.

May the marriage service include Holy Communion?

When those being married are members of this congregation (bride and/or groom), or are active
Christians in another congregation, the marriage service may be placed within the Holy Communion, so
that the Lord’s Supper may be celebrated as part of the service. Doing so enhances and makes vivid the
wedding imagery of the Eucharist and the eucharistic intimacy of marriage. The bride and groom, family
members, or friends may be used as communion assistants, heightening the special nature of the Lord’s
Supper as a gift for all present. When the Holy Communion is celebrated as part of a marriage, it is
always open to the congregation and never restricted to only the bride and groom or wedding party.

Who selects the scripture lessons and vows for the marriage service?

The bride and groom working in consultation with the pastor are encouraged to select the passages from
Scripture that they would like to read at the wedding. A list of some appropriate passages is included as
an appendix to this booklet. One, two, or three Scripture lessons may be read. Also included as an
appendix are several vows from which the couple may choose. The vows are the words that the bride
and groom will speak to make their commitment to each other, before God and the witnesses gathered.
Choose the vow that best reflects your thoughts and feelings about your relationship. If you would like to
combine certain parts of one vow with another, the pastor will assist you. You may also choose to write
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your own vows; however, speak with the pastor about this early on to receive guidance so that your vows
will reflect the mutuality, commitment, and life-long intentions that must be a part of marriage vows.

May we have music at our wedding?

The organist of GELC also serves as music coordinator within the congregation. Normally, the organist of
GELC will serve as primary musician for weddings at GELC and will coordinate all musical offerings.
Most weddings include music in some form, whether organ or piano, vocal soloist, guitar, or flute, for
example. The Grace wedding coordinators will make arrangements for an organist. If Grace church’s
organist is not available, the church office maintains a list of other competent organists who may be
contacted. We do not allow the use of pre-recorded music for services in the church sanctuary.
Regarding the selection of music, please understand that the marriage service is a service of worship
and if there is music, it must be carefully and discriminatingly chosen. It should embody high standards of
quality and the texts should reflect the praise of God, the steadfast love of Christ for His Church as the
foundation and model for love and fidelity in marriage, and the invocation of God’s presence and
blessings. Consequently, much popular music is not appropriate. Again, the organist should be
consulted early about choice of music, and the organist/music coordinator, together with the pastor, are
the final authority regarding which music may be used within the marriage service in this church.

May we have our own musician/organist?

If you have a friend or acquaintance who is an accomplished musician, they may play for your wedding,
with the approval of the GELC organist/music coordinator. A “bench fee” of $75 is required if you wish to
use a non-Grace church organist.

May we have our service without music?
Music is not required for weddings. Many simple services without music are beautiful, dignified and
memorable. You may choose whether to have music or not at your wedding, as you wish.

Is there a rehearsal for the wedding?

The rehearsal is normally scheduled for the afternoon or evening prior to the day of the service and will
be coordinated by the GELC wedding coordinator. All musicians, attendants, parents, and the bridal
couple should be present. The rehearsal will usually last no more than an hour. It is important that all
people arrive and be ready to begin at least fifteen minutes in advance of the appointed time. The
rehearsal assures that the marriage service will be worshipful, well-planned, and well-prepared. If you
wish to invite the officiating pastor, organist, etc., to a rehearsal dinner, please extend the invitation well
in advance of the wedding date.

When will the church be opened for the wedding?

The wedding coordinators will open the church two hours before the wedding unless you have made
special arrangements. There will be an additional fee of $25 per %2 hour for an extended opening of the
church.

Where will we dress for the service?

The wedding coordinator will direct you to the areas appropriate for the bride, her attendants, and the
groom and groomsmen. You will find it helpful to have one or two friends or family members responsible
for collecting personal effects after the service. Please provide shopping bags for each attendant’s
personal belongings as items are collected and removed after the wedding service.

Is there flexibility regarding chancel/worship arrangements?

The altar, pulpit, cross, etc., must remain in place as for any worship service at GELC. The bride and
groom, family, or wedding party may not rearrange the church or chancel. There is to be respect for the
congregation’s worship space, worship practices, and worship policies. The pastor of GELC is the final
authority regarding all marriage services that take place within its church building.



What decorations may be used?

You may use the florist of your choice. Florists should communicate with the GELC wedding coordinator
regarding what is allowed. The wedding coordinator will also guide you concerning appropriate
decorations.

As mentioned above, the pastor is the final authority regarding decorations, flowers, etc. As a general
rule, no flowers or plants or other decorations are allowed on the altar or in front of the altar or pulpit in
such a way as to block or obscure the centrality of the altar and pulpit. Flowers and plants may be
placed in front of or around the altar and pulpit, so long as they do not block or obscure the centrality of
the altar and pulpit. Again, the wedding coordinator, in consultation with the pastor, will determine if the
placement of flowers/plants is acceptable. Use of an arch in front of the altar is discouraged. Bows or
decoration may be attached to chairs at the aisles, in consultation with the wedding coordinator. Cloth or
plastic aisle runners may not be used. Plant stands are available for your use at no cost. A variety of
plant stands are available for use. Please consult the wedding coordinator.

May we use a Unity Candle?

Although a so-called “Unity Candle” is not a normal part of the wedding service, it may be included in the
Rite of Marriage. In consultation with the GELC wedding coordinator, you should purchase or rent the
necessary articles and bring them to the church for the rehearsal. The Unity Candle, if used, may be
placed on the altar, with limited adornment. The lighting of the Unity Candle usually takes place after the
exchange of vows and rings. It is appropriate to have music during the lighting of the candle; however, it
is not required.

May we throw rice or bird seed?

No rice, bird seed, or flower petals may be thrown as the couple leaves the church. A viable option used
by many couples today are the small vials of “bubbles” that may be blown “at” the couple as they depart
the church. Artificial or silk flower petals scattered by flower girls during the procession up the aisle at the
beginning of the marriage service are allowed.

May we use the fellowship hall or Loaves and Fishes area for a reception?

Members (and in some circumstances family and personal friends of members) of the congregation may
use the fellowship hall or “Loaves and Fishes” area of the church for “cake” receptions after the service.
A fee of $150 is required to use these areas. You may serve champagne, sparkling wine, a sparkling
cider punch, or a clear/lemon-lime punch for a wedding toast. However, no open bar, other alcohol or
beverages are allowed. The fellowship hall will seat 100 persons maximum. GELC cannot accommodate
a reception with full meal service.

What is the church’s policy regarding photography/videography?

Photographs and videos may be taken as desired before the service begins and after the service has
ended, including the procession and recession. During the service, photographs may be taken from the
rear of the church, with no flash. Video cameras may be used from the rear of the church during the
service, provided aisles are left clear and unobstructed. Please plan to have photography after the
wedding completed within 45 minutes after the conclusion of the service.

May we have a printed bulletin for our wedding?

A wedding service folder will be prepared and printed on plain white paper by the church office. If you
choose to order special wedding bulletin folders with picture/print on the cover, you may do so at your
expense. The church office may be able to do the preparation/printing, depending upon the size of the
wedding. Please consult the pastor/church office regarding bulletins. The wedding bulletin information
sheet is due to the church office 30 days prior to wedding.



What is the church’s policy regarding smoking/alcohol?

No smoking is allowed anywhere in the building at any time. Please inform guests and participants in this
regard. If you are having a simple cake reception at the church, champagne or wine is allowed for the
wedding toast. No other alcohol is allowed in the building or on the grounds at any time.

As the marriage service is a solemn, serious, Christian worship service, it is not appropriate for bride or
groom or any member of the wedding party to consume alcohol prior to the rehearsal or wedding service.
Evidence of such usage could impede the rehearsal or service.

Who may receive “member” consideration for weddings?
“‘Members” are church members, as well as extended family of church members, including children and
grandchildren.

What are the fees related to weddings at GELC? (please refer to wedding expense sheet which
follows)

Non-member: security/damage deposit (refundable after wedding) $ 500
Non-member: use of church (includes professional cleaning) $ 500
Non-member: use of fellowship hall for cake reception $ 150
All: wedding coordinator team fee $ 300
All: normal honoraria for minister $ 150
All: normal honoraria for organist $ 300
All: sound tech $ 75
All: bulletin/worship folder printing (up to 300 count) $ 50
Member: professional cleaning after wedding $ 150

When should fees be paid?

When you have completed the attached “Wedding Facility Use Request Form”, submit the form, the
check (made out to Grace Evangelical Lutheran Church) for security/damage deposit ($500) if a non-
member, and the appropriate building use form. If approved, your check will secure your wedding date. If
not approved, your check will be returned to you. If for any reason you decide not to have your wedding
at Grace Evangelical Lutheran Church, your complete deposit/fee will be returned to you. After the
wedding, if there is no damage/excessive wear/excessive cleaning, the $500 deposit will be returned to
you. The church pastor/sacristan reserves the right to retain any portion, or all of the security/damage
deposit at their discretion. The total amount for fees, use, honoraria, etc., is to be paid 30 days in
advance of the wedding to the Grace church office or online via the Grace Church portal.

What should we do with the marriage license?

Bring the marriage license with you to the rehearsal. The pastor will keep it until the wedding and will
organize the “signing”. After the wedding, the church office will complete the form and return it to the
appropriate county office immediately. Please be sure to schedule an early, appropriate time to secure
your marriage license. Bear in mind that the county office that handles licenses is closed evenings,
weekends, and holidays!

When are we expected to depart the church after the service?
Use of the church will conclude one hour after the completion of the wedding service.

May members use the church for a rehearsal dinner and/or wedding shower?
Members may do so, utilizing separate church use forms, as provided by the church office.
