The Holy Spirit is Powerful
A 5-Day Devotional for Parents & Kids

How to Use This Devotional
Set aside 10–15 minutes each day. Read the Scripture together, talk through the questions, do the activity, and pray as a family.

Day 1: The Treasure Inside Me 💎
Bible Verse: John 7:39
Big Idea: When I believe in Jesus, the Holy Spirit comes to live inside me! ❤️
Devotional Thought:
When you say “yes” to Jesus, something amazing happens—you get a treasure inside you! 💎 That treasure is the Holy Spirit. You can’t see Him 👀, but He is always with you. He helps you, guides you, and loves you. And guess what? No one can take Him away! 🙌
Say It:
👉 “Internal!” (point to your chest)
Activity: 🎨
Draw a treasure chest and write “Holy Spirit” inside it.
Prayer: 🙏
“Jesus, thank You for saving me and putting Your Spirit inside me. Amen.”

Day 2: I Get Power! 💥
Bible Verse: Acts 1:8
Big Idea: The Holy Spirit gives me power to live for Jesus. 💪
Devotional Thought:
Jesus promised His friends that they would receive power. The word for power means something like dynamite 💥—BIG power! That power helps us be brave 🦁, kind 💖, and strong when life is hard. You don’t have to do life alone—the Holy Spirit is your power-pack! 🔋
Say It:
👉 “Power-pack!” (flex your muscles 💪)
Activity: ⚡
Pretend to plug in a charger and “charge up” with God’s power.
Prayer: 🙏
“God, thank You for giving me power to follow You. Help me be strong. Amen.”

Day 3: The First Power Day 🌬️🔥
Bible Verse: Acts 2:1–4
Big Idea: God gave His people the Holy Spirit in a powerful way. 🌟
Devotional Thought:
On a special day called Pentecost, something amazing happened! 🎉 There was a sound like wind 🌬️, and it looked like fire 🔥 above people’s heads. Then they started speaking in different languages! 🗣️🌍 This showed that God’s power had come.
God’s power wasn’t just for them—it’s for you too! 😊
Say It:
👉 “Add-on!” (pretend to add something extra)
Activity: 🌬️
Blow air with your mouth or use a fan—feel the wind and remember the Holy Spirit.
Prayer: 🙏
“God, thank You for Your amazing power. I want everything You have for me. Amen.”

Day 4: God Helps Me Understand 🧠📖
Bible Verse: John 7:39 (review)
Big Idea: The Holy Spirit helps me understand God. 💡
Devotional Thought:
Before the Holy Spirit came, Jesus’ friends didn’t understand everything. 🤔 But the Holy Spirit helps us learn and understand God’s Word. Ever read something in the Bible and suddenly “get it”? 💡 That’s the Holy Spirit helping you!
Say It:
👉 “Booster!” (jump up or raise hands 🙌)
Activity: 📖
Read a short Bible verse and ask: “What do you think this means?” Talk about it.
Prayer: 🙏
“Holy Spirit, help me understand the Bible and make good choices. Amen.”

Day 5: I Can Ask for More Power 🙌⚡
Bible Verse: Luke 11:13
Big Idea: I can ask God for the Holy Spirit’s power anytime. 💖
Devotional Thought:
God loves to give good gifts 🎁—and the Holy Spirit is the BEST gift! If you want more of His power, you don’t have to earn it or pay for it. Just ask! 🙏 God is a good Father, and He loves to help His children.
Say It:
👉 “Add-on, internal, power-pack booster!” 🎉 (do all motions!)
Activity: 🎯
Practice saying the phrase with motions:
· Add-on ➕ 
· Internal ❤️ 
· Power-pack 💪 
· Booster 🚀 
Prayer: 🙏
“God, I ask for Your Holy Spirit to fill me with power. Help me live for You. Amen.”

🎉 Wrap-Up Celebration
Ask:
· What did you learn about the Holy Spirit? 🤔 
· When can you ask God for His help? 🙏 
Say it together:
👉 “ADD-ON, INTERNAL, POWER-PACK BOOSTER!” ⚡🎉🙌
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
