Baptism of the Holy Spirit 
A 5-Day Devotional for Parents & Kids

How to Use This Devotional
Set aside 10–15 minutes each day. Read the Scripture together, talk through the questions, do the activity, and pray as a family.

Day 1: Two Special Baptisms 💦🔥
Bible Verse
Acts 1:5
“John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.”
Devotional
Did you know the Bible talks about TWO baptisms? 🤔
The first is water baptism 💦. This shows everyone that we love Jesus and want to follow Him.
The second is the baptism of the Holy Spirit 🔥. Jesus promised His followers that the Holy Spirit would come and help them!
When the Holy Spirit came at Pentecost, the disciples became bold, brave, and full of God’s power! 💪✨
The Holy Spirit is like an “inside power booster” that helps us live for Jesus every day.

Have you ever seen a baptism before?
Prayer 🙏
Jesus, thank You for loving me. Thank You for giving us the Holy Spirit to help us every day. Amen.
Fun Challenge 🎉
Draw a picture of water baptism 💦 and the Holy Spirit coming like fire 🔥.

Day 2: Just Ask! 🙌
Bible Verse
Luke 11:13
“Your Father in heaven will give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him.”
Devotional
God loves giving good gifts! 🎁
Jesus said that if earthly parents give good gifts, then our Heavenly Father gives even BETTER gifts. One of His greatest gifts is the Holy Spirit! 🕊️
How do we receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit?
We simply ASK God! 🙏
God loves hearing our prayers, and He wants to help us grow stronger in Him.

Prayer 🙏
Dear God, thank You for giving good gifts. Help me trust You and follow You every day. Amen.

Make a list of 3 good gifts God has given you! ✍️

Day 3: Cornelius Listened to God 👂✨
Bible Story
Acts 10:1–8
Devotional
Cornelius was not Jewish, but he loved God and prayed often. One day, an angel appeared to him! 😲👼
The angel told Cornelius to send for Peter.
Did Cornelius obey? YES! 👍
Cornelius teaches us something important:
When God speaks, we should listen and obey.
God loves ALL people everywhere ❤️🌍
Think About It 💭
Can you think of a time you obeyed God or your parents quickly?
Prayer 🙏
God, help me listen when You speak and obey You quickly. Amen.
Fun Challenge 🎉
Practice obeying quickly today with a happy attitude 😊

Day 4: Peter Changed! 🔥🗣️
Bible Story
Acts 10:17–20
Devotional
Peter used to be afraid. One time he even denied knowing Jesus. 😢
But after Peter was filled with the Holy Spirit, he became bold and brave! 💪🔥
The Holy Spirit spoke to Peter and told him to go with Cornelius’ men.
Peter obeyed, preached about Jesus, and helped many people believe!
The Holy Spirit helps us:
· Be brave 💥 
· Tell others about Jesus 📣 
· Make good choices ✅ 
Think About It 💭
Who can you tell about Jesus this week?
Prayer 🙏
Holy Spirit, help me be brave and kind and tell others about Jesus. Amen.
Fun Challenge 🎉
Tell one person today: “Jesus loves you!” ❤️

Day 5: God’s Gift Is for Everyone 🌎🕊️
Bible Story
Acts 10:44–48
Devotional
While Peter was preaching, the Gentiles were filled with the Holy Spirit! 🔥🕊️
This showed everyone that God’s love is for ALL people—not just some people! ❤️
The believers even spoke in tongues, a special heavenly language from God. 🙌
God gives His Spirit to adults AND children who believe in Jesus.
You are never too young for God to use you! 🌟

How can you share God’s love with others?
Prayer 🙏
Jesus, thank You for loving everyone. Help me share Your love everywhere I go. Amen.
