Allow your child to 

finger paint inside 

the word HOPE. 

Work on           

memorizing the 

verse together! 

Write the letters H-O-P-E on 4 separate     

post-it notes. Hide them and let your child 

find them. Now, take a few moments to pray 

and thank God for the confident HOPE we 

have of heaven when we trust our life to  

Jesus!

Have everyone in your 

family create an anchor 

out of playdough.

Have each   

person share one way 

they need Jesus to 

steady them.

Pray for each person to find
