Discuss together– What is this verse 
saying? 

Print out the PATIENT 
memory verse PDF. 

Create your own  
motions for the  
verse and memorize 
it together! 

Pick someone to be the timekeeper. Set a timer for 
2 minutes. Everyone else sits down and closes 
their eyes. Players stand up when they think it’s 
been 2 minutes. (Don’t count in your head!)

Turn on your faucet so that 
it’s barely dripping.
