Applying the Truth Congregationally
· How can our church help others understand that God’s grace and mercy do not automatically equate to salvation.




· What can our church do to help us maintain and publicly express elated thankfulness over our salvation?






Digging Deeper
· The NT uses the particular Greek word translated as “Master” in verse 13 only seven times: Luke 5:5; 8:24 (2X); 8:45; 9:33; 9:49; 17:13. From these occurrences, what do you conclude the word means?







· Explain how the miracles of Luke 11:14; 13:12; 14:4; 17:14; and 18:42 serve to emphasize the teaching that follows.
