· How does the fact that Jesus “sought” me while I was lost impact in my life?






Applying the Truth Congregationally
· What can we do as a Life Group to ensure that we see people as God does rather than as “sinners” like the crowd of verse 7?






· How can this Life Group help me rectify past wrongs in my life?







Digging Deeper
· Taking Luke 19:10 as the “key verse” of Luke (as many do), write a paragraph summarizing how the previous 18 chapters have lead up to this verse. 









· Luke 12:33 and 18:22 do not require every believer to sell all possessions. Yet, combined Luke 19:8, write a brief philosophy of money that reflects faithful, godly stewardship.
