· Luke devotes far more space to the colt than the crowd. What might we surmise from this emphasis?






Applying the Truth Personally
· The event of Jesus’ entry to Jersusalem is the main focus of our text. What impact does Jesus’s Triumphal Entry have on me?






· What can I do this week to increase my compulsion to herald my King?






Applying the Truth Congregationally
· How does the fact that Jesus’ actions create “peace in heaven” (v. 38) rather than “peace on earth” impact the mission of our church?






· What impact(s) should Jesus’ answer in verse 40 have on our church’s actions?





Digging Deeper
· Compare Luke 19:38 with Matt 21:9; Mark 11:9–10; and John 12:13, noting the variations. How does each variation fit with each author’s overall purpose for his Gospel?











· Luke 19:39 is the final mention of the Pharisees in this Gospel. Based on the narrative arch of the book, why have the Pharisees played such a visible role thus far to only fade from the scene at this point?
