The Bible or God’s Word is like God’s
lamp or a flashlight that shines in front of
our feet keeping us from falling or ending up
on the wrong path. We all have access to
that “light”, but (Turn off the flashlight for a
moment then turn it back on.) we must
choose to turn it on, by opening our Bibles
and reading them. The Bible is not just a
book filled with old stories; it is the living,
active, perfect, error-free instruction manual
for how we should live and know Jesus.
