Tuition must be paid in full the first class day of each month by cash or check made payable to Faith Bible Church. The check should include your child’s name in the memo line. A late fee of $10 per class day will be assessed (unless the child is absent on tuition day). No partial payments or post-dated checks will be allowed.
An afternoon extension is available to to the ladies who attend Faith Bible Church Ladies Bible Study on Tuesday mornings.  It is $15 for each afternoon, or $45 for the full month.  This is only available if you are attending the Bible study.

Regular Schedule 
9:00 – drop off, playtime

9:15 – scheduled morning activities

2:00 play time
2:30 pick up time

Inclement Weather Closing
If it is raining hard, we will pick up and drop-off at the front portico. If Faith Bible Church or DeSoto, Duncanville or Cedar Hill Public Schools are closed due to bad weather, our program will be closed. Feel free to contact the director with any questions or check Faith Bible Church’s Face Book page for updates. We will not be responsible for any make up days or tuition credits for days missed due to weather.
Absences
Credit will not be given for absences as our teachers are still paid when children are absent, and payment ensures your child’s position in class.  

There will be no make up days offered.  

Switching between Tuesdays and Thursdays will not be permitted.
Drop-ins
Drop-ins are welcome on an as available basis. Please call the Mother’s Day Out director at least a day ahead to confirm availability. 
Drop-in fee of $25 per day is due upon arrival. Drop in for a partial day is $20. 

If a child is a drop in more than once in a semester, he is required to pay a registration fee of $25 for the semester. 
Late Pick Up Fee

There is a $5 late pick up fee for every 5 minutes you are late picking up your child. We suggest planning to arrive a bit early to avoid any time constraints.  Please call if you know you are running really late.

Withdrawal
 If your child drops from the program mid-month, no refund will be given for remaining days. 
Emergency Evacuation Procedures

We have very thorough and effective evacuation situation procedures for the safety of your child. Feel free to ask the director for details.
Health/Illness

FBC Mother’s Day Out appreciates parents keeping their child home if he/she shows any signs of illness. If symptoms of illness are observed, the child will be sent home. Do not send your child if they show any signs of the following:

1. Fever (must be fever free without medication for a full 24 hours)
2.  Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea (must be free of vomiting and/or diarrhea for a full 24 hours)

3. Common Cold – from onset through 1 week

4. Any symptoms of childhood diseases, such as scarlet fever, measles, chicken pox, strep throat, flu, or any infectious contagious disease

5. Chicken Pox – all sores must be completely scabbed over and dry underneath

6. Heavy nasal discharge (green)

7. Any unexplained rash

8. Any skin infection – boils, ringworm, impetigo, thrush, hand-foot-mouth disease, fifth disease

9. Sore throat or constant cough/congestion that is not obviously allergy related.
10. Inflammation or discharge from eyes (all eye infections are contagious and must be on medications for 24 hours before returning)

11. Head lice

12. When in doubt, apply the ‘Golden Rule”

It is our policy that NO medications will be administered by the MDO staff. If your child has a unique medical condition requiring specialized medication (not antibiotics), arrangements may be made through the director to administer it yourself. If your child needs Tylenol or other analgesic medications, he/she should not be attending.

Please DO NOT send medication or vitamins for your children to take themselves.  The possibility that another child will get into it is too great.
*Exception for administered medicine; if your child has severe allergies, (ex to peanut butter) we can administer a chewable or premeasured Benadryl if given parental consent.  You must leave that medicine with the director. (If a child carries an Epi-pen, it must be left with their classroom teachers.)
Arrival
Please enter through the door to the west of the nursery area by the playground. You may park in the handicapped parking places as they are only used for that purpose during Sunday Morning services and special events. Parking is not allowed under the portico or any red-curbed areas by order of the fire marshal. 

Dropping Off/Picking Up

Children are not allowed to be in the classroom before 9:00am as the teachers are preparing the rooms for the day. Please stop at the front nursery desk to check your child in.  We use Planning Center child security for our check in, and badges with guardian receipts will be printed each day for you and your child.  Until our teachers are VERY familiar with you, we will need to see the guardian tag before you pick up your child. 

 If you are sending another authorized adult to pick up your child, please advise the teachers of that in the morning and either give the guardian tag to that adult, or send them a text photo of the badge, so that they can show it to the teacher at pick up time. 

We will not release a child to someone we cannot identify. 
In case of very rainy weather, we will drop-off and pick up at the front portico.
It is best if you leave and pick up your child at their classroom door. Please, do not go into the room, as this can be a distraction to the class, can lead to injured or escaping children, and make separation more difficult for your child (or perhaps another child going through separation anxiety). 
Visitation

Please be aware that visitation during program hours is prohibited.  Visitors are too distracting to the children's routine and may cause anxiety for some children. All visitors must stop at the nursery reception area to gain access to the MDO hallways. This is for the protection of all the children. 

Lunches/Snacks

A lunch and a snack should be brought from home for all toddlers and preschoolers made up of finger foods cut into bite size pieces that can be served with little assistance. Water will be made available for the children that do not bring a drink with them. Please be sure your child’s name is on his/her lunchbox, cup and all containers. 
We are unable to heat or refrigerate lunches. 
Send lunches in a thermal lunch bag with an ice pack. Please do not send gum or soft drinks with your child. Bring food they enjoy and pack more than they need. We work up an appetite playing!
Label, Label, Label

EVERY SINGLE ITEM must be labeled with your child’s name. Label bottles, pacifier, lunch box, thermos, Tupperware, blankets, jacket, change of clothes, sleep mat, diapers or anything that we might get out of your child’s bag to ensure it goes back where it belongs. We cannot be responsible for items lost that are not properly labeled. 

Clothing

We are going to play! Please dress your child in comfortable shoes – rubber soled shoes are preferred for climbing and running. Flip flops are not safe for playing on the playground. Washable play clothes are recommended for school days. Save nice clothes for another place. Please pack a complete change of clothes (labeled with your child’s name) in their bag every day. Always send a jacket, sweatshirt or sweater in cool weather, as we will be going outside, weather permitting.

Potty Training

Please inform your child’s teacher when you begin potty training your child. Restrooms are located in each of the classrooms. Teachers will assist in training when they are aware you have begun this process. Remember, accidents will happen and a complete change of clothing as well as diapers and/or pull-ups will need to be packed in your child’s bag every day. 
Nap Time

You will need to provide a kinder mat for rest time which can be left at MDO.
Children may bring a lovey or blanket to comfort them. 

Rest is required for all children. 

If you do not want your child to take a nap, please consider our partial day program.

Personal Toys

We recommend that you leave your child’s toys at home or in the car (with the exception of a naptime security item). The other children find it too difficult to understand why the child who brought the toy does not have to share his/her toy. 

Accidents

You will be notified of any bumps or bites we are aware of that occur while your child is at MDO. If a serious injury occurs, we will take appropriate measures to seek medical attention and contact you or those listed on your child’s information form.

Children’s Birthdays
Birthdays are special and are celebrated during snack time. Please make arrangements with your child’s teachers if you plan to bring treats to share in order to get an accurate count of classmates. If you do not wish your child to have sugary snacks on birthday celebrations, please inform your child’s teacher.

Behavior/Discipline

Separation Anxiety – Some children will experience sadness and crying with separation from parents, but most will calm down after a few weeks.  Please allow at least 4 weeks of regular attendance before expecting your child to happily walk in.
Limits - will be set and rules established for the benefit of each child and classroom. Our policy, when deemed necessary, is redirecting the child to another activity and then a brief “time out” from the activity if necessary.
Biting, Scratching, Hitting – if this occurs, the child is told ‘no’ and placed in a brief time out setting to keep other children from injury. This is for the safety of the other children in the program. We will never release the name of the child who is biting, scratching or hitting.

Repetitive Disobedience -- Part of what we do at MDO is teach children how to get along with others in a group setting.  If a child is repetitively disobedient and disruptive, we may have to call on the parent to reinforce the idea that obedience is necessary.  If the child becomes disruptive to the point that it is interfering with the safety and enjoyment of the rest of the class, he or she may have to be sent home.
We always try to work with every child and parent when a problem arises, but we must also consider what is best for the classroom as a whole. The safety of all our children is our top priority!
Questions or Concerns – If at any time you have a question or concern about anything you have seen or heard from your child about MDO, please contact your child’s teacher or the MDO Director, Michelle Parker, or the Preschool Director, Abigail Brown, immediately.  Many times, the way a child hears or sees what is going on and then translates it into narrative at home can be confusing and we want to be sure you have no worries about what is happening while your child is with us!  Open communication will ensure the best environment for your precious little ones to grow and mature! Do not hesitate to contact us!!
