SHEHECHEYANU

Traditionally, the Shehecheyanu blessing is said to extend thanksgiving and gratitude
to G-d for three different components: Shehechiyanu (given us life), v’kiyimanu
(sustained us), and vihigiyanu lazman hazeh (allowed us to arrive at this moment).

Baruch atah, Adonai Eloheinu, Melech haolam,
shehecheyanu, v'’kiy'manu, vhigiyanu, and laz’man hazeh

Blessed are YOU, O' Lord our G-D, King of the Universe,
who has given us life, and sustained us, and allowed us to arrive at this moment.
