· [bookmark: _heading=h.17eevf3f5ms]The new President of the US has accomplished more in the first week than many presidents have in their first 3 months. Already addressed 75% of his campaign promises.
· In an interview with Hannity of Fox News, he made this statement. “Now that I am actually in office and signing all these Executive Orders I realize the power and authority I have been given by the American People. I have realized I can’t do this by myself, but I need the guidance and help of God.” 

[bookmark: _heading=h.gv8df1b9ivll]1	First let’s take a look at who we are, this will help us understand our authority.

JOH 1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
2  The same was in the beginning with God.
3  All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.
10  He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not.
11  He came unto his own, and his own received him not.
12  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:
13  Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.
14  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
1JO 3:2  Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. KJV

2	Now to be a Child of God we have to be born into the family. 

[bookmark: _heading=h.5ak0rgh924nv]JOH 3:3  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.
5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.
6  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
7  Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.
8  The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.

ACT 2:1  And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.
2  And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.
3  And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.
4  And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.

ACT 2:38  Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
39  For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call. KJV

3	But there was another promise, the promise of Power. 

[bookmark: _heading=h.qfj5zyrg3h5n]ACT 1:8  But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. KJV

[bookmark: _heading=h.m6rq2k62rp2u]4	Now there are two root words in the new testament for Power
· Dunamis – Strength, Fortitude and Endurance
· Exousia – Absolute Authority, Rule or Control

We have been given Both

LUK 9:1  Then he called his twelve disciples together, and gave them power and authority over all devils, and to cure diseases.
2  And he sent them to preach the kingdom of God, and to heal the sick.

MAT 10:7  And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand.
8  Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give. KJV

5	Jesus transferred all Power and Authority over to the Children of God. All we have to do is be obedient to his command and go and use it.

LUK 10:19  Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you. KJV

6	We must recognize who we are in Christ. Believe the word that says we have this power and absolute authority and go and exercise that authority.

This power and authority is displayed in the story of the Prodigal Son. 20  And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him.
LUK 15:21  And the son said unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son.
22  But the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet:
23  And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be merry:
24  For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. And they began to be merry. KJV

7	This transfer of power and absolute authority is best demonstrated by the story of Peter and John.  The following day, after receiving the Holy Spirit, they went to Temple to pray and they released the power and authority on a man crippled his entire life and he got up and leaped, praise God.

ACT 3:4  And Peter, fastening his eyes upon him with John, said, Look on us.
5  And he gave heed unto them, expecting to receive something of them.
6  Then Peter said, Silver and gold have I none; but such as I have give I thee: In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise up and walk.
7  And he took him by the right hand, and lifted him up: and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength.
8  And he leaping up stood, and walked, and entered with them into the temple, walking, and leaping, and praising God.
9  And all the people saw him walking and praising God:
10  And they knew that it was he which sat for alms at the Beautiful gate of the temple: and they were filled with wonder and amazement at that which had happened unto him. KJV

Summation:  We have all been granted this power and this authority when we are filled with His spirit. We just have to believe.
