March 29, 10:45 a.m. - Palm Sunday Celebration 
We remember Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem and into our lives.  The children’s 
processional will remind us of that day when the shouts of “Hosanna” rang 
through the streets.  
 

March 29, 7:00 p.m. - Lenten Reflections   
The Lenten Reflections will be led by readers and  musicians who will present 
musical offerings that will focus on this season’s theme. 
 

April 2, 7:00 p.m. - Maundy Thursday Service  
The Youth Choir and Deacons will lead in “Remember His Love”. We will 
partake in the Lord’s Supper as we remember Christ’s work on the cross and 
His salvation plan for us.  We are reminded to share His love with  others.   
 

April 3, 7:00 p.m. - Good Friday Tenebrae Service 
The Adult Choir and Narrators will present “O Sacred, Wondrous Love” a 
Tenebrae service which follows the tradition which began in the eighth centu-
ry of the early church.  In an atmosphere of darkness with scripture, music, 
and candles, we will remember Jesus’ suffering and death on the cross.

We celebrate the glorious resurrection of Jesus Christ!  God’s Word will be 
spoken through proclamation and music mainly from our church staff.
