	 Are you surprised that Joshua’s name is not a part of the heroes 
of faith listed in Hebrews chapter 11? In a way, he is a part of the list, 
because it says:

“By faith the walls of Jericho fell down after being marched 
around by the Israelites for seven days” (Hebrews 11:30).

	 Who was leading the Israelites as they marched around Jericho 
according to the LORD’S instructions? Joshua. The Jewish believers 
reading Hebrews chapter 11 would have heard this story all their 
lives, knowing that Joshua was a faithful servant of the LORD and 
he was a courageous leader of the Israelites.
	 Did you know that Joshua was almost 90 years old when he 
took over as Moses’s successor? Even at this age, he was strong and 
courageous. After Moses’s death, the LORD Himself said, “Be strong 
and courageous, for you will distribute the land I swore to their 
ancestors to give them as an inheritance” (Joshua 1:6). The LORD 
adds, “Haven’t I commanded you: be strong and courageous? Do 
not be afraid or discouraged, for the LORD your God is with you 
wherever you go” (Joshua 1:9).
	 Joshua had experienced firsthand the divine presence of the 
LORD and witnessed everything that had happened with Moses 
and the Israelites since leaving Egypt. Now, God was speaking 
directly to Joshua giving him instructions and encouragement 
through His promised presence. The LORD’s command was to 
follow all His instructions and always speak His Word, meditate 
upon it, and obey everything written in it. The LORD said this is the 
only way to succeed and to prosper in life and as the leader of His 
people (Joshua 1:1-9). Joshua understood that he must totally put 
his faith and trust in the Lord alone. He lived and led the Israelites 
as a man of faith and as a servant of the LORD.
	 What about you? Are you living a life of faith, trusting in God 
alone? Are you strong and courageous? Put your faith in Jesus. Trust 
Him alone to save you and He will be with you wherever you go, 
now and for eternity.
