1. Which characters stood out to you most? 
Which were most interesting? Most 
moving?  

2. The episode begins and ends with 
Nathanael. He thought his life was lost, only 
to discover something beautiful after 
meeting Jesus. He told the bartender that 
he had died of “hubris.” What did he mean 
and why is that significant to the story? 

3. Phillip played several roles in the episode, 
but he played a key role in bringing 
Nathanael to Jesus. Nathanael said, “I’ve 
never seen you talk like this.” What will it 
take for you to talk so compellingly about 
Jesus to someone? 

4. What can you conclude by Jesus’ being 
aware of Nathanael’s lowest moment?

What 
will it take for us to speak in 
such a way about Jesus to 
someone else? 

§ What can you conclude by Jesus’ 
being aware of Nathanael’s 
lowest moment?
