
Biblical Finance 2
Sowing and Reaping

Genesis 8:22 NKJV - ““While the earth remains, Seedtime and harvest, Cold and heat, Winter and summer, And day and night Shall not cease.””

Seed – Time – Harvest

This is a natural principle as well as a spiritual principle.

Galatians 6:6 NKJV - “Let him who is taught the word share in all good things with him who teaches.”

Galatians 6:6 AMPC  - “Let him who receives instruction in the Word [of God] share all good things with his teacher [contributing to his support].”

We are to give financially where you are fed spiritually.

Galatians 6:7 NKJV - “Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, that he will also reap.”

You could be deceived by this.  This is a natural law and a spiritual law.  

WHATEVER - that means anything.

THAT - which was sown.

The type of seed determines what is grown.

When you sow financial seed, what can you expect for a harvest?  Finances!  This is a foundational truth of Biblical Finances.  

Galatians 6:8-9 NKJV - “For he who sows to his flesh will of the flesh reap corruption, but he who sows to the Spirit will of the Spirit reap everlasting life. And let us not grow weary while doing good, for in due season we shall reap if we do not lose heart.”

IN DUE SEASON - what does that mean?  This means that when you sow a seed, there is time that must go by before it produces.  Seed - time - harvest.

If you don’t give up and quit, your due season is coming.  And there will be a harvest!

Never give up on your harvest!

II Corinthians 9:6 NKJV - “But this I say: He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully.”

If you sow much, you will reap much.  

Luke 6:38 NKJV - “Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put into your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it will be measured back to you.””

The measure YOU use.  God doesn’t determine how much you will harvest, YOU DO!  Based on your giving/sowing!

II Corinthians 9:7 NKJV - “So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver.”

We don’t give out of obligation.  We give out of our heart.  

II Corinthians 9:8-9 NKJV - “And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work. As it is written: “He has dispersed abroad, He has given to the poor; His righteousness endures forever.””

This is all for a sower!  God’s grace is His ability working in you, doing what you cannot do in your own strength.  Beyond what you can do.

All sufficiency in ALL THINGS.  Abundance for every good work.  

This means you have plenty!  You are prosperous.  You are not broke.  You are not living paycheck to paycheck.  

II Corinthians 9:10 NKJV - “Now may He who supplies seed to the sower, and bread for food, supply and multiply the seed you have sown and increase the fruits of your righteousness,”

God supplies seed for you to sow. If you don’t have seed to sow, ask God to provide you seed.  Or ask God to show you the seed you already have to sow.  (perhaps you’ve been eating your seed)

Mark 4:26-27 NKJV - “And He said, “The kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter seed on the ground, and should sleep by night and rise by day, and the seed should sprout and grow, he himself does not know how.”

You don’t have to know or understand how this works, just know that it works!

Mark 4:28-29 NKJV  - “For the earth yields crops by itself: first the blade, then the head, after that the full grain in the head. But when the grain ripens, immediately he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.””

You are the sower, and YOU are the harvester!

God is NOT going to do your sowing for you.  
God is NOT going to do your harvesting for you.

We sow, we harvest.  

People often do not sow see because they love (covet) money.    

It’s looking at money from the wrong perspective.  

You aren’t giving money away; you are SOWING IT!  And whatever you sow, THAT you will reap.  This is God’s financial system.
