God’s Purpose for Wealth


Genesis 12:1-2 NKJV  - “Now the Lord had said to Abram: “Get out of your country, From your family And from your father’s house, To a land that I will show you. I will make you a great nation; I will bless you And make your name great; And you shall be a blessing.”

The Blessing of the Lord is an empowerment for success. 

Proverbs 10:22 NKJV - “The blessing of the Lord makes one rich, And He adds no sorrow with it.”

God wants you prosperous in every area of life (3 John 1:2)

Health - prosperous.
Family - prosperous
Business - prosperous
Financially - prosperous
Mentally - prosperous

You are blessed to be a blessing!

We can see that in God’s purpose for you having wealth, He wants you to be a blessing with it.  How can you be a giver if you don’t have anything to give?  

Money simply magnifies what you already are!

Deuteronomy 8:18 NKJV  - ““And you shall remember the Lord your God, for it is He who gives you power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day.”

The covenant with Abraham was a covenant of blessings!  God has promised it.  He has promised to bless you, and that blessing we said was an empowerment to be successful.  Money is one part of it, but not all of it.  We know money is a part of it because God gave us the power to get wealth!

The purpose for God to give us the ability to get wealth is to establish His covenant on the earth.  God’s covenant people should stand out!

We should be prospering.  We should have abundance.  We shouldn’t be broke!  

Genesis 2:8-9 NKJV - “The Lord God planted a garden eastward in Eden, and there He put the man whom He had formed. And out of the ground the Lord God made every tree grow that is pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree of life was also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.”

Notice everything that God does is pleasant and good. 

Genesis 2:10-11 NKJV - “Now a river went out of Eden to water the garden, and from there it parted and became four riverheads. The name of the first is Pishon; it is the one which skirts the whole land of Havilah, where there is gold.”

It can’t get any better than this!  The garden of Eden was perfect in every way.  

There’s gold in the garden!  

What possible use for gold could Adam and Eve have?  There is only 1 possible explanation for this, and it explains why the Bible points this out to us.  The gold is there for them to enjoy!

They don’t need it, it’s not food.  It’s simply there for them to enjoy. This shows us God’s initial purpose for wealth, was simply for us to enjoy it!

God is a good God!

Genesis 2:12 NKJV - “And the gold of that land is good. Bdellium and the onyx stone are there.”

God is the one who gave gold value.  

Bdellium - gum substance that smells good!
Onyx - precious stones

Revelation 1:12-14 NKJV - “Then I turned to see the voice that spoke with me. And having turned I saw seven golden lampstands, and in the midst of the seven lampstands One like the Son of Man, clothed with a garment down to the feet and girded about the chest with a golden band. His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes like a flame of fire;”

Why is Jesus wearing a gold sash?  He likes it!  It has value and God said it was good.  God likes gold!  He likes precious, beautiful things that we would say are wealthy.

Revelation 21:15-16 NLT - “The angel who talked to me held in his hand a gold measuring stick to measure the city, its gates, and its wall. When he measured it, he found it was a square, as wide as it was long. In fact, its length and width and height were each 1,400 miles.”

Heavenly city of Jerusalem, 1400 miles in each direction.  

Revelation 21:17-18 NLT - “Then he measured the walls and found them to be 216 feet thick (according to the human standard used by the angel). The wall was made of jasper, and the city was pure gold, as clear as glass.”

The entire city wasn’t made of wood or concrete, it’s pure gold!  

John 10:10 AMPC - “The thief comes only in order to steal and kill and destroy. I came that they may have and enjoy life, and have it in abundance (to the full, till it overflows).”

John 10:10 NLT - “The thief’s purpose is to steal and kill and destroy. My purpose is to give them a rich and satisfying life.”

It’s OK for God’s people to have the best!
