II Kings 18:7 NKJV - “The Lord was with him; he prospered wherever he went. And he rebelled against the king of Assyria and did not serve him.”

How do you get wealth? 

Deuteronomy 8:18 NKJV - ““And you shall remember the Lord your God, for it is He who gives you power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day.”

It is God that gives us the ability or power to get wealth.  So why would God do this if it wasn’t His will for us to prosper?

He gives us the power to GET wealth.

Get - (asah) - to perform, produce, create, cause to happen, acquire.

God gives you to power to create wealth, or acquire wealth.

What are some ways you can create wealth?


What are some ways you can acquire wealth?


You have the power to do this, from God.  He gives it to all His people but we need to engage and use it!  You must think bigger than you’ve thought before.  

Mark 4:26-27 NKJV - “And He said, “The kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter seed on the ground, and should sleep by night and rise by day, and the seed should sprout and grow, he himself does not know how.”

The principle of sowing and reaping. 

Mark 4:28-29 NKJV - “For the earth yields crops by itself: first the blade, then the head, after that the full grain in the head. But when the grain ripens, immediately he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.””

We are the sower, God makes it grow, and we are the harvesters. We need to know how to harvest.  

God has given us the ability to harvest, but we have the position ourselves to receive the harvest.

Are you expecting a harvest?  Are you positioned to receive a harvest?  Are you doing anything at all to create or acquire wealth?

How do you know what to do?

Luke 5:1-3 NKJV - “So it was, as the multitude pressed about Him to hear the word of God, that He stood by the Lake of Gennesaret, and saw two boats standing by the lake; but the fishermen had gone from them and were washing their nets. Then He got into one of the boats, which was Simon’s, and asked him to put out a little from the land. And He sat down and taught the multitudes from the boat.”

What did Peter actually do?  He sowed a seed!

Luke 5:4 NKJV - “When He had stopped speaking, He said to Simon, “Launch out into the deep and let down your nets for a catch.””

Go out into the deep and let down your nets for a haul of fish!  These guys were fishermen.  What was this?  Wealth!  Money!

Jesus told them exactly where to go to harvest, but they had to go.  The fish were not going to swim over there and jump in the boat.  Jesus told them where to go and what to do to receive the harvest!!

Have you asked Him where and how you are supposed to be harvesting? 

Luke 5:5 NKJV - “But Simon answered and said to Him, “Master, we have toiled all night and caught nothing; nevertheless at Your word I will let down the net.””

Peter was about to miss out on his harvest.  Why?  “I’ve done that before.”  He didn’t believe Jesus!  

Don’t miss out on your harvest!  

Luke 5:6-7 NKJV - “And when they had done this, they caught a great number of fish, and their net was breaking. So they signaled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both the boats, so that they began to sink.”

This wasn’t a normal catch.  This was a haul of fish!  

Have you sown seed?  Then God has a boat sinking harvest waiting out there for you too!

You need to ask God “where do you want me to sow and how/where do I need to harvest?”

You may be harvesting in multiple areas at one time!

What about the Rich Young Ruler?

This passage of scripture is often used to discredit or discount teaching on prosperity.

Mark 10:17-20 NKJV - “Now as He was going out on the road, one came running, knelt before Him, and asked Him, “Good Teacher, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life?” So Jesus said to him, “Why do you call Me good? No one is good but One, that is, God. You know the commandments: ‘Do not commit adultery,’ ‘Do not murder,’ ‘Do not steal,’ ‘Do not bear false witness,’ ‘Do not defraud,’ ‘Honor your father and your mother.’ ” And he answered and said to Him, “Teacher, all these things I have kept from my youth.””

This man was a bit arrogant.  Nobody has kept the law perfectly, but he’s claiming he’s good done all good all his life. 

Mark 10:21 NKJV - “Then Jesus, looking at him, loved him, and said to him, “One thing you lack: Go your way, sell whatever you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; and come, take up the cross, and follow Me.””

Jesus did not tell him to take a vow of poverty, or that he could never have any wealth.  But Jesus knew this man had some issues and Jesus is helping him.

Mark 10:22-24 NKJV - “But he was sad at this word, and went away sorrowful, for he had great possessions. Then Jesus looked around and said to His disciples, “How hard it is for those who have riches to enter the kingdom of God!” And the disciples were astonished at His words. But Jesus answered again and said to them, “Children, how hard it is for those who trust in riches to enter the kingdom of God!”

Our trust and faith should never be in riches or wealth. Our trust is in the Lord!  

That was this man’s problem, his money was what he trusted in. He was unwilling to part with it, even if it meant he got to travel and minster with Jesus. 

He didn’t have wealth, the wealth had him!  Owned him!

It’s not money that’s evil, it’s the love of it.  (Covetousness) God wants us to prosper in all things and be blessed financially.  But money cannot be your God.

Don’t put your trust in money, put your trust in God.  He is the one that gives you the power, the ability, to get wealth.
