Deuteronomy 28:1–14 
Blessing in Every Area of Life
Deuteronomy 28:3, 6
· Blessed in the city and in the country
· Blessed coming in and going out
You are not dependent on location—you carry blessing everywhere you go.
Fruitfulness and Increase
Deuteronomy 28:4, 11
· Fruit of your body (family)
· Fruit of your ground (provision/work)
· Increase in all you produce
What you put your hand to is meant to grow and increase. Think multiplication!
Provision and Supply
Deuteronomy 28:5, 12
· Blessed basket and kneading bowl
· God opens His good treasure
You are not meant to live in lack, God is your source.
Victory Over Enemies
Deuteronomy 28:7
· Enemies come one way and flee seven ways
This includes fear, sickness, lack, and any spiritual attack.
Stability and Establishment
Deuteronomy 28:9
· God establishes you as His people
You are not unstable; you are grounded in YOUR covenant with God.
Favor and Distinction
Deuteronomy 28:10
· People will see you are called by God
You are marked and set apart.
Prosperity and Increase
Deuteronomy 28:11
· Plenty of goods
· Increase in resources
Open Heaven
Deuteronomy 28:12
· God opens heaven over your life
You have access to divine provision and favor.
Financial Authority
Deuteronomy 28:12
· You lend and do not borrow
Leadership and Dominion
Deuteronomy 28:13
· Head and not the tail
· Above only, not beneath
You are called to lead, not live defeated.


God’s Promises 
Salvation and New Life
You are a new creation.
2 Corinthians 5:17- “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.”

Righteousness
You are made right with God.
2 Corinthians 5:21- “For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”

No Condemnation
You are free from guilt and shame.
Romans 8:1- “There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.”

Authority in Christ
You have authority over the enemy.
Luke 10:19- “Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.”

Provision
God supplies all your needs.
Philippians 4:19- “And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.”


Peace
You have peace not based on circumstances.
John 14:27- “Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.”

Healing
Healing belongs to you.
Isaiah 53:5- “But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed.”
1 Peter 2:24- “Who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed.”

The Holy Spirit
God lives in you.
John 14:16–17- And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another [a]Helper, that He may abide with you forever— 17 the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you.

Guidance
The Holy Spirit leads you into truth.
John 16:13- 13 However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.

Identity as a Child of God
You are a son or daughter of God.
Galatians 3:26-  For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.


Inheritance
You are an heir with Christ.
Romans 8:17- and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together.

Victory
You already have victory.
1 Corinthians 15:57- But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

Bold Access to God
You can come boldly to Him.
Hebrews 4:16- Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

Protection
God is your refuge.
Psalm 91:1-4- He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. 2 I will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and my fortress;
My God, in Him I will trust.” 3 Surely He shall deliver you from the snare of the [a]fowler
And from the perilous pestilence. 4 He shall cover you with His feathers, And under His wings you shall take refuge; His truth shall be your shield and [b]buckler.

Transformation
Your life can be transformed through renewing your mind.
Romans 12:2- And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.
