Examples of Biblical Leaders
  

Moses

Exodus 18:13 NKJV - ”And so it was, on the next day, that Moses sat to judge the people; and the people stood before Moses from morning until evening.“

Christians should do this and not have to sue each other.  (1 Corinthians 6:1-8)

Exodus 18:14-16 NKJV - ”So when Moses’ father-in-law saw all that he did for the people, he said, “What is this thing that you are doing for the people? Why do you alone sit, and all the people stand before you from morning until evening?” And Moses said to his father-in-law, “Because the people come to me to inquire of God. When they have a difficulty, they come to me, and I judge between one and another; and I make known the statutes of God and His laws.”“

A leader doesn’t have to do all the work by himself.  

Exodus 18:17-18 NKJV - ”So Moses’ father-in-law said to him, “The thing that you do is not good. Both you and these people who are with you will surely wear yourselves out. For this thing is too much for you; you are not able to perform it by yourself.“

Many leaders in churches fall into this trap.  Just because something needs to be done doesn’t mean you have to do it all yourself.  

By doing this, you will wear yourself out.  The ministry is too much for 1 person to do alone.  Additionally, by doing everything yourself you rob someone else of the opportunity to serve, grow, and develop in their calling.

Exodus 18:19-23 NKJV - ”Listen now to my voice; I will give you counsel, and God will be with you: Stand before God for the people, so that you may bring the difficulties to God. And you shall teach them the statutes and the laws, and show them the way in which they must walk and the work they must do. Moreover you shall select from all the people able men, such as fear God, men of truth, hating covetousness; and place such over them to be rulers of thousands, rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens. And let them judge the people at all times. Then it will be that every great matter they shall bring to you, but every small matter they themselves shall judge. So it will be easier for you, for they will bear the burden with you. If you do this thing, and God so commands you, then you will be able to endure, and all this people will also go to their place in peace.”“

Who you delegate to is important.  They need to have the right heart and meet Biblical guidelines.

Exodus 18:24 NKJV - ”So Moses heeded the voice of his father-in-law and did all that he had said.“

Who can speak into your life?  As a leader, there always needs to be people around you that you will listen to.  Who will you take correction from?

David

I Samuel 18:3-4 NKJV - ”Then Jonathan and David made a covenant, because he loved him as his own soul. And Jonathan took off the robe that was on him and gave it to David, with his armor, even to his sword and his bow and his belt.“

David entered into a covenant with Jonathan.

II Samuel 9:1 NKJV - ”Now David said, “Is there still anyone who is left of the house of Saul, that I may show him kindness for Jonathan’s sake?”“

David remembered the covenant he made with Johnathan, and he’s looking for someone in the family he can be a blessing to.  

A Godly leader has a high level of integrity.

II Samuel 9:2-7 NKJV - ”And there was a servant of the house of Saul whose name was Ziba. So when they had called him to David, the king said to him, “Are you Ziba?” He said, “At your service!” Then the king said, “Is there not still someone of the house of Saul, to whom I may show the kindness of God?” And Ziba said to the king, “There is still a son of Jonathan who is lame in his feet.” So the king said to him, “Where is he?” And Ziba said to the king, “Indeed he is in the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, in Lo Debar.” Then King David sent and brought him out of the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, from Lo Debar. Now when Mephibosheth the son of Jonathan, the son of Saul, had come to David, he fell on his face and prostrated himself. Then David said, “Mephibosheth?” And he answered, “Here is your servant!” So David said to him, “Do not fear, for I will surely show you kindness for Jonathan your father’s sake, and will restore to you all the land of Saul your grandfather; and you shall eat bread at my table continually.”“

David is going to honor the covenant.  Godly leaders do the right thing even if nobody else is doing the right thing.

Jesus

Was Jesus a great leader?  Do you think He made leadership mistakes?  

John 6:54-58 NKJV - ”Whoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day. For My flesh is food indeed, and My blood is drink indeed. He who eats My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in him. As the living Father sent Me, and I live because of the Father, so he who feeds on Me will live because of Me. This is the bread which came down from heaven—not as your fathers ate the manna, and are dead. He who eats this bread will live forever.”“

Jesus never watered down the message just so people would like it better or maybe wouldn’t be offended.

John 6:60 NKJV - ”Therefore many of His disciples, when they heard this, said, “This is a hard saying; who can understand it?”“

You don’t judge a message on whether or not it was received well.  If you are a minister, you can’t base the quality of the message, or whether it was the right message, based on whether or not it was received by the people.  You spend time with the Lord, get the message, and deliver it!  Don’t let the people’s feedback tell you it was the right message or the wrong message.

John 6:66 NKJV - ”From that time many of His disciples went back and walked with Him no more.“

Could a Godly leader have people walk away from Him?  Jesus had 12 disciples, 1 of them betrayed Him.  

Often, we judge a great leader by things like this.  But just because people will walk away from you doesn’t mean you are doing the wrong things and it doesn’t mean you are not a great leader. Often, people will walk away from you when you ARE a great leader!  Because you can’t be manipulated or coerced.  You won’t compromise or change for them.

John 6:67 NKJV - ”Then Jesus said to the twelve, “Do you also want to go away?”

Jesus never compromised as a leader!
