Healing

Class 1 - God’s Will To Heal


Many people believe that Jesus came to save them from our sins, but not many have a revelation that God wants them to be healed. For some reason or another people have formed ideas that are separate from God’s word. Maybe you yourself have ideas that don’t line up with scripture? What we are going to look at in this class will help build a solid foundation of why it is always God’s will to heal. Let’s not rely on our own experiences, but rather let’s look to the Lord to instruct us!

We know it’s God’s will to heal because healing was promised under the old covenant

Exodus‬ ‭15‬:‭26‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “and said, “If you diligently heed the voice of the Lord your God and do what is right in His sight, give ear to His commandments and keep all His statutes, I will put none of the diseases on you which I have brought on the Egyptians. For I am the Lord who heals you.”

1. A better word than “Put” would be “permit”; That’s because the context of the verse is in the permissive. God doesn’t have any sickness, he doesn’t put sickness on anyone. Through our disobedience we leave God’s will where the devil operates. 
a. Do you remember this verse? I Peter‬ ‭5‬:‭8‬ ‭“Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.”
b. The Devil seeks whom he may devour because he doesn’t have permission to devour those operating in God’s will.
2. “For I am The Lord who heals you” is how God refers to himself. His desire for the children of Israel is the same for us under the New Covenant. 

Hebrews‬ ‭8‬:‭6‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, inasmuch as He is also Mediator of a better covenant, which was established on better promises.”

1. We know it’s God’s will to heal because if healing was provided under the old covenant then it must be provided under the new covenant because it's better. 
a. When we upgrade our phones we expect to receive all of the advantages of the old phone plus advances in new technology. If certain upgrades were removed from the new phone then it wouldn’t be better. 

‭‭We know it’s God’s will to heal because Christ has redeemed us from the Curse of the Law

Galatians‬ ‭3‬:‭13‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”),”
‭‭
1. Redeemed: to redeem, by payment of a price to recover from the power of another, to ransom, buy off
2. The Curse of Law is located in Deuteronomy Chapter 28 and involves three areas
a. Sickness and Physical Affliction
b. Poverty and Economic Loss
c. Defeat, Oppression, and Exile

Deuteronomy‬ ‭28‬:‭21‬-‭22‬, ‭27‬-‭28‬, ‭35‬, ‭59‬, ‭61‬ ‭NKJV‬‬
“The Lord will make the plague cling to you until He has consumed you from the land which you are going to possess. 22 The Lord will strike you with consumption, with fever, with inflammation, with severe burning fever, with the sword, with scorching, and with mildew; they shall pursue you until you perish. 27 The Lord will strike you with the boils of Egypt, with tumors, with the scab, and with the itch, from which you cannot be healed. 28 The Lord will strike you with madness and blindness and confusion of heart. 35 The Lord will strike you in the knees and on the legs with severe boils which cannot be healed, and from the sole of your foot to the top of your head. 59 then the Lord will bring upon you and your descendants extraordinary plagues—great and prolonged plagues—and serious and prolonged sicknesses. 61 Also every sickness and every plague, which is not written in this Book of the Law, will the Lord bring upon you until you are destroyed.”
‭‭
1. As we pointed out when looking at Exodus God does not place sickness on anyone but rather he permitted it when the children of Israel broke the law. 
a. Do you remember Deuteronomy‬ ‭30‬:‭19‬  “I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants may live;” The choice of Life and Death was given to the Children of Israel. God did not place sickness on anyone but rather permitted it in accordance to the decisions that the Israelites made. 
2. All of these sicknesses are a part of the Curse that we have been redeemed from. 

We know it’s God’s will to heal because Christ came to destroy the works of The Devil

I John‬ ‭3‬:‭8‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.”

1. Jesus came to destroy the Works of the Devil. We will readily see that sickness is a work of the Devil based on the following verse.

‭‭Acts‬ ‭10‬:‭38‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.”

1. The bible refers to sickness as satanic oppression, and a curse in deuteronomy. There is no time or place in which it is referred to as a blessing. It is simply not God’s will that people be oppressed, and cursed. 

John‬ ‭10‬:‭10‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”

1. When Satan comes, he steals, kills, and destroys. 
2. When Jesus comes he gives life, life as God would have it. 
a. Do you see the difference, the enemy takes, God gives.

We know it’s God’s will to heal because your healing was provided at the Cross

I Peter‬ ‭2‬:‭24‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed.”
‭‭
1. The punishment Jesus received has forever provided healing under our new covenant. When sickness comes we need to have the mentality that we are not sick people trying to obtain healing but rather healed people rejecting sickness its right to our bodies. 

‭‭Isaiah‬ ‭53‬:‭4‬-‭5‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, Smitten by God, and afflicted. 5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed.”

1. If Jesus paid such a high price for our healing it should reveal to us his disdain for sickness. His desire to destroy it, and his desire for us to live life as he would have it.
