Acts 3:1-16 NKJV

1. Key Takeaways 
a. Peter and John had the name in their possession. They may have left their wallets but they did not leave behind the name. 
b. Peter and John took the attention off of themselves
c. This healing was accomplished through faith in the name of Jesus

Peter’s Shadow

Acts‬ ‭5‬:‭12‬-‭16‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “And through the hands of the apostles many signs and wonders were done among the people. And they were all with one accord in Solomon’s Porch. 13 Yet none of the rest dared join them, but the people esteemed them highly. 14 And believers were increasingly added to the Lord, multitudes of both men and women, 15 so that they brought the sick out into the streets and laid them on beds and couches, that at least the shadow of Peter passing by might fall on some of them. 16 Also a multitude gathered from the surrounding cities to Jerusalem, bringing sick people and those who were tormented by unclean spirits, and they were all healed.”
1. Healing was administered through the laying on of hands.
a. Mark‬ ‭16‬:‭18‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”
2. Healing was administered through people's proximity to the anointing on Peter
3. People were being brought to Jerusalem for the sole purpose of healing. 

Philip Preaches to the Samaritans 

‭‭Acts‬ ‭8‬:‭4‬-‭8‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Therefore those who were scattered went everywhere preaching the word. Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria and preached Christ to them. And the multitudes with one accord heeded the things spoken by Philip, hearing and seeing the miracles which he did. For unclean spirits, crying with a loud voice, came out of many who were possessed; and many who were paralyzed and lame were healed. And there was great joy in that city.”
1. Notice that prior to people being healed they heeded the word spoken. 

Aeneas Healed

Acts‬ ‭9‬:‭32‬-‭35‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Now it came to pass, as Peter went through all parts of the country, that he also came down to the saints who dwelt in Lydda. There he found a certain man named Aeneas, who had been bedridden eight years and was paralyzed. And Peter said to him, “Aeneas, Jesus the Christ heals you. Arise and make your bed.” Then he arose immediately. So all who dwelt at Lydda and Sharon saw him and turned to the Lord.”
1. “Jesus Christ Heals You”
a. Jesus may have been gone physically but it is Jesus who heals through us. Through our cooperation with the Holy Spirit. 

Paul, Barnabas, and The Cripple

Acts 14:8-18
1. Paul could recognize the man had faith to be healed. When faith is present God’s divine power is made alive in our cells bringing restoration and strength where no power was before. 
2. Paul turned the crowds attention to Jesus when they wanted to treat him like a god. 

Handkerchiefs and Special Miracles

‭‭Acts‬ ‭19‬:‭11‬-‭12‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Now God worked unusual miracles by the hands of Paul, so that even handkerchiefs or aprons were brought from his body to the sick, and the diseases left them and the evil spirits went out of them.”
1. Handkerchiefs and aprons were brought to Paul because the anointing he operated in would be transferred to the sick. It would drive out evil spirits. This is why the bible talks about the anointing oil
a. ‭‭James‬ ‭5‬:‭14‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord.”

Viper Bites, and Islanders Healed

Acts 28:1-10
1. Mark‬ ‭16‬:‭18‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”
a. Some churches have taught that its a sign of faith to pick up deadly snakes, but the only case we have of this verse in action is in this passage. Paul was only accidentally bitten. He wasn’t looking for the snake. 
2. This story takes place shortly after the shipwreck that caused the crew along with Paul, a prisoner to escape to the island of Malta.
