The Law of The Spirit of Life

Romans‬ ‭8‬:‭2‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death.”
1. Jesus operated according to the law of the Spirit of Life. The curse could not touch him, and when he came in contact with it people were made free. 

‭‭Leviticus‬ ‭15‬:‭25‬-‭27‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “‘If a woman has a discharge of blood for many days, other than at the time of her customary impurity, or if it runs beyond her usual time of impurity, all the days of her unclean discharge shall be as the days of her customary impurity. She shall be unclean. 26 Every bed on which she lies all the days of her discharge shall be to her as the bed of her impurity; and whatever she sits on shall be unclean, as the uncleanness of her impurity. 27 Whoever touches those things shall be unclean; he shall wash his clothes and bathe in water, and be unclean until evening.”

‭‭Mark‬ ‭5‬:‭24‬-‭34‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “So Jesus went with him, and a great multitude followed Him and thronged Him. Now a certain woman had a flow of blood for twelve years, 26 and had suffered many things from many physicians. She had spent all that she had and was no better, but rather grew worse. 27 When she heard about Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched His garment. 28 For she said, “If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well.” 29 Immediately the fountain of her blood was dried up, and she felt in her body that she was healed of the affliction. 30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched My clothes?” 31 But His disciples said to Him, “You see the multitude thronging You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’ ” 32 And He looked around to see her who had done this thing. 33 But the woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth. 34 And He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.””
1. Biblically speaking according to the law of Moses Jesus would have been made unclean by this woman required to wash his clothes and bathe. What was different, the Law of the Spirit of Life overrode the woman’s uncleanliness and overrode anything that would have been transferred to Jesus. Instead the life that was in him was transferred to her. 

Romans‬ ‭8‬:‭2‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death.”
1. We now operate in the same way that Jesus operated. According to the Law of the Spirit of Life! 

The Clownfish and the Sea Anemone – A Picture of Life in the Spirit
The clownfish has a unique relationship with the sea anemone. The anemone stays fixed in one place, using its stinging tentacles to protect itself and capture prey. Most fish avoid it because getting too close means danger or death. But the clownfish is different. It’s covered in a special protective mucus layer coating that allows it to live safely among the anemone’s tentacles. What is dangerous to others becomes a place of safety for the clownfish. It makes its home there—protected from outside threats. 
In a similar way, before Christ, we couldn’t freely come into God’s presence.
1. ‭‭Exodus‬ ‭30‬:‭20‬-‭21‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “When they go into the tabernacle of meeting, or when they come near the altar to minister, to burn an offering made by fire to the Lord, they shall wash with water, lest they die. So they shall wash their hands and their feet, lest they die. And it shall be a statute forever to them—to him and his descendants throughout their generations.”
Sin made it dangerous—like approaching something we couldn’t survive. But through Jesus, everything changed. Because of His death and resurrection, we’ve been made new. We’ve been cleansed and sealed with the Holy Spirit.
1. Ephesians‬ ‭5‬:‭25‬-‭27‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.”
2. Ephesians‬ ‭1‬:‭13‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise,”
a. Ephesians 1:13 RIV “…The moment you believed, God thoroughly examined and inspected you to make sure that you were fully intact and complete. Because He found nothing in you broken, defective, or faulty, God put His seal upon you — the ultimate proof that He found you to be impeccable. That seal meant you were approved, endorsed, recognized, affirmed, sanctified, and notarized by the Spirit of God. It was His guarantee that you are going to make it to your final destination.”
 Now, instead of being separated, we can live in God’s presence. 
1. ‭‭Colossians‬ ‭3‬:‭3‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.”
Just like the clownfish is protected within the anemone, we are now secure in Christ. The “law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus” (Romans 8:2) now works in us. It frees us from the law of sin and death.

1. The Law of sin and death involve the curse that came as a result of sin in the garden as well as the curse that came as a result of disobeying the mosaic law. 

Galatians‬ ‭3‬:‭13‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”),”

1. Redeemed: to redeem, by payment of a price to recover from the power of another, to ransom, buy off
2. The Curse of Law is located in Deuteronomy Chapter 28 and involves three areas
a. Sickness and Physical Affliction
b. Poverty and Economic Loss
c. Defeat, Oppression, and Exile
Sickness and Physical Affliction
Deuteronomy‬ ‭28‬:‭21‬-‭22‬, ‭27‬-‭28‬, ‭35‬, ‭59‬, ‭61‬ ‭NKJV‬‬
“The Lord will make the plague cling to you until He has consumed you from the land which you are going to possess. 22 The Lord will strike you with consumption, with fever, with inflammation, with severe burning fever, with the sword, with scorching, and with mildew; they shall pursue you until you perish. 27 The Lord will strike you with the boils of Egypt, with tumors, with the scab, and with the itch, from which you cannot be healed. 28 The Lord will strike you with madness and blindness and confusion of heart. 35 The Lord will strike you in the knees and on the legs with severe boils which cannot be healed, and from the sole of your foot to the top of your head. 59 then the Lord will bring upon you and your descendants extraordinary plagues—great and prolonged plagues—and serious and prolonged sicknesses. 61 Also every sickness and every plague, which is not written in this Book of the Law, will the Lord bring upon you until you are destroyed.”
Poverty and Economic Loss
Deuteronomy‬ ‭28‬:‭15‬, ‭17‬-‭18‬, ‭30‬, ‭33‬, ‭38‬-‭40‬, ‭43‬-‭44‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “But it shall come to pass, if you do not obey the voice of the Lord your God, to observe carefully all His commandments and His statutes which I command you today, that all these curses will come upon you and overtake you: 17 “Cursed shall be your basket and your kneading bowl. 18 “Cursed shall be the fruit of your body and the produce of your land, the increase of your cattle and the offspring of your flocks. 30 “You shall betroth a wife, but another man shall lie with her; you shall build a house, but you shall not dwell in it; you shall plant a vineyard, but shall not gather its grapes. 33 A nation whom you have not known shall eat the fruit of your land and the produce of your labor, and you shall be only oppressed and crushed continually. 38 “You shall carry much seed out to the field but gather little in, for the locust shall consume it. 39 You shall plant vineyards and tend them, but you shall neither drink of the wine nor gather the grapes; for the worms shall eat them. 40 You shall have olive trees throughout all your territory, but you shall not anoint yourself with the oil; for your olives shall drop off. 43 “The alien who is among you shall rise higher and higher above you, and you shall come down lower and lower. 44 He shall lend to you, but you shall not lend to him; he shall be the head, and you shall be the tail.”
Defeat, Oppression, and Exile
‭‭Deuteronomy‬ ‭28‬:‭25‬, ‭29‬, ‭36‬, ‭48‬, ‭64‬-‭67‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “The Lord will cause you to be defeated before your enemies; you shall go out one way against them and flee seven ways before them; and you shall become troublesome to all the kingdoms of the earth. And you shall grope at noonday, as a blind man gropes in darkness; you shall not prosper in your ways; you shall be only oppressed and plundered continually, and no one shall save you. “The Lord will bring you and the king whom you set over you to a nation which neither you nor your fathers have known, and there you shall serve other gods—wood and stone. therefore you shall serve your enemies, whom the Lord will send against you, in hunger, in thirst, in nakedness, and in need of everything; and He will put a yoke of iron on your neck until He has destroyed you. “Then the Lord will scatter you among all peoples, from one end of the earth to the other, and there you shall serve other gods, which neither you nor your fathers have known—wood and stone. And among those nations you shall find no rest, nor shall the sole of your foot have a resting place; but there the Lord will give you a trembling heart, failing eyes, and anguish of soul. Your life shall hang in doubt before you; you shall fear day and night, and have no assurance of life. In the morning you shall say, ‘Oh, that it were evening!’ And at evening you shall say, ‘Oh, that it were morning!’ because of the fear which terrifies your heart, and because of the sight which your eyes see.”
1. God does not place sickness/poverty/opression on anyone but rather he permitted it when the children of Israel broke the law. 
a. Do you remember Deuteronomy‬ ‭30‬:‭19‬  “I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants may live;” The choice of Life and Death was given to the Children of Israel. God did not place sickness on anyone but rather permitted it in accordance to the decisions that the Israelites made.
Galatians‬ ‭3‬:‭13‬-‭14‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ ‭‭“Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”), 14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.”
‭‭The Blessing
Deuteronomy 28:1-14
1. These are the many blessings that are extended to us. The bible refers to listening to God’s word and doing it life. These blessings are now ours. The law of the spirit of life now operates in us because of what Jesus did. Jesus was cursed that we might become blessed.
