‭‭Class 2 – Our New Position in Christ

To understand our new position in Christ we must first understand what God has provided for us by this Grace. 

Grace is God’s power being released through his precious promises found in the word. It is freely given, cannot be earned, or worked for. We obtain what grace has provided through the hand of faith.  

II Peter‬ ‭1‬:‭2‬-‭3‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord, as His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue,”
1. We can see grace and divine power working in conjunction. Where grace is present divine power is also present. 
2. Also, lets notice that Knowledge is mentioned twice. God wants us to know him. When we grow in our knowledge of him we are able to believe differently, think differently, and act differently. This knowledge will multiply the grace that we can receive. 

‭‭John‬ ‭10‬:‭10‬ ‭NKJV “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”
1. Wherever Jesus is, life is. It's the reason he has come. To impart to us life. This life is the Greek word Zoe. This life is a spiritual life that has been released within us. It is life as God would have it. 
a. Do you notice Jesus doubles down on this statement. He adds the word abundantly in conjunction to Zoe life. This life is to permeate us, and overflow out of us like a sponge unable to soak up any more water.

Genesis‬ ‭2‬:‭7‬ ‭NKJV‬‬ “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being.”
1. When God breathed into Adam, what was dead and lifeless came alive. When we receive Jesus, he brings with him this Zoe life making you alive where there used to be death. This why God has chosen…
a. the unwise, unskilled, uncultivated, unlearned, weak, unable, not powerful, of little strength, of no reputation, foolish, dull, stupid, blockhead, strengthless, feeble, sick, cowards, of no family, low born, despised, contemptible, of low esteem, worthless, deprived of force, influence, power, unemployed, inactive, and no further efficiency
2. His life is able to override who you used to be. You are not the same person just as Adam was no longer a pile of dust when he received the breath of life. 
Colossians 3:10 NLT “Put on your new nature, and be renewed as you learn to know your Creator and become like him.”
II Corinthians 5:14-17 NKJV “For the love of Christ compels us, because we judge thus: that if One died for all, then all died; 15 and He died for all, that those who live should live no longer for themselves, but for Him who died for them and rose again. 16 Therefore, from now on, we regard no one according to the flesh. Even though we have known Christ according to the flesh, yet now we know Him thus no longer. 17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.”
1. When Jesus died, I died
2. He died, that I might live for him
3. In Christ, I’m a new creation
What are the Old things that have passed away?
My Sin Nature was put to death
Romans 6:6 NKJV “knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.”
1. The old man was crucified because Jesus was crucified. My old man, my sin dominated nature was done away with that I should no longer be a slave of sin.
2. Notice the phrase “we should”, Can a believer still sin yes, but we have been given freedom by God’s grace to live righteously and holy. 
If the Old man is dead, why do I still deal with it?
Ephesians 4:17, 20-24 NKJV “This I say, therefore, and testify in the Lord, that you should no longer walk as the rest of the Gentiles walk, in the futility of their mind, 20 But you have not so learned Christ, 21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in Jesus: 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness.”
1. We should no longer walk, (in the futility of the mind). This describes a mind empty of the life of God. You could say it’s directionless, empty, worthless and void of the Spirit.
2. How do we put off the old man? By renewing our mind and changing the way we conduct ourselves.
3. How do we put on the new man? By renewing our mind and living as we were created, in righteousness, and true Holiness.
Spiritually minded
Romans 8:6 NKJV “For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.”
1. Carnally minded, describes a mind dominated by our own fleshly desires.
2. Spiritually minded, describes a mind that leans on the Spirit within for guidance. This is the Mind of Christ.
I Corinthians 2:9-10, 12, 14, 16 NKJV “But as it is written: “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of man The things which God has prepared for those who love Him.” 10 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. 12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us by God. 14 But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. 16 For “who has known the mind of the Lord that he may instruct Him?” But we have the mind of Christ.”
1. We have the mind of Christ! A mind that does receive from The Spirit within, that we might Know the things freely given to us by God.
By renewing our mind through God's word, and being conscious of the Spirit within we can walk in the light of the things freely given to us by God, put off our old conduct, and walk in righteousness and true holiness. To be spiritually minded is Life and Peace!
Colossians 3:10 NLT “Put on your new nature, and be renewed as you learn to know your Creator and become like him.”
2 Peter 1:3-4 NLT “By his divine power, God has given us everything we need for living a godly life. We have received all of this by coming to know him, the one who called us to himself by means of his marvelous glory and excellence. 4 And because of his glory and excellence, he has given us great and precious promises. These are the promises that enable you to share his divine nature and escape the world’s corruption caused by human desires.”
1. Walking in the new man is to know the creator. To become more like him. Everything we need for living a Godly life comes from our fellowship with him.
2. The promises of God, enable us to share his divine nature.
