The Blood Covenant
The Promise, The Covenant, and The Fulfillment
A blood covenant was the strongest, most binding agreement two parties could enter into. The only way out of it was death.
In covenant, there is always: A sacrifice, Blood, An exchange. Covenants are not casual they are legal, they are binding. 
When you hear the phrase “cut a covenant,” it literally means something had to be cut—blood had to be shed.
God created man in His image according to His likeness. He gave them an identity.
God gave them an assignment. He gave them a purpose. 
God gave them a commandment. 

Man relinquished his authority to satan when he believed the lies.  The transfer of authority. 

Since a man lost the rights to authority on Earth, then a man was the only one who could earn it back. 
Genesis 3:17-19 NKJV- 17 Then to Adam He said, “Because you have heeded the voice of your wife, and have eaten from the tree of which I commanded you, saying, ‘You shall not eat of it’: “Cursed is the ground for your sake; In toil you shall eat of it All the days of your life.18 Both thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you, And you shall eat the herb of the field. 19 In the sweat of your face you shall eat bread Till you return to the ground, For out of it you were taken; For dust you are, And to dust you shall return.”
Every horrible thing on this earth that happens is not because of God. It’s because of what happened at the fall. This is when sin entered the world. The curse came onto the earth and with it came death and sickness. 
God is not the source of: Sickness, Death, Destruction, this came when the fall came. This came when sin and the curse entered the earth.
To this day people toil and labor, sweat, to get the earth to produce anything.  This wasn’t what God wanted.  And now man is separated from God from a spiritual standpoint.  

Genesis 3:22-23 NKJV- 22 Then the Lord God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of Us, to know good and evil. And now, lest he put out his hand and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever”— 23 therefore the Lord God sent him out of the garden of Eden to till the ground from which he was taken. 

God did not want man to stay this way forever!  So, God puts His plan in motion.  For God so loves the world……. God finds a man named Abram to enter into a covenant agreement with.  Why?  Because God loves us!  He has this intense desire to show hit.  
God’s desire has always been to bless His people.
There is a Hebrew word often used in the Old Testament—hesed. It means lovingkindness, mercy, a deep desire to bless you.
Genesis 17:1-8 NKJV- When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, “I am Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless. 2 And I will make My covenant between Me and you and will multiply you exceedingly.”  3 Then Abram fell on his face, and God talked with him, saying: 4 “As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, and you shall be a father of many nations. 5 No longer shall your name be called Abram, but your name shall be Abraham; for I have made you a father of many nations. 6 I will make you exceedingly fruitful; and I will make nations of you, and kings shall come from you. 7 And I will establish My covenant between Me and you and your descendants after you in their generations, for an everlasting covenant, to be God to you and your descendants after you. 8 Also I give to you and your descendants after you the land in which you are a stranger, all the land of Canaan, as an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.” 

The covenant God made was between Abraham, and His descendants, and everlasting covenant.  He changed his name to Abraham.  

Abram (אַבְרָם) – Consists of the letters Aleph (א), Bet (ב), Resh (ר), Mem (ם).
Abraham (אַבְרָהָם) – Adds the letter Hei (ה) between Resh (ר) and Mem (ם).
יהוה (YHWH)—is the sacred four-letter name of God revealed in the Old Testament. It consists of:
Yod (י)
Hei (ה)
Vav (ו)
Hei (ה)
Jewish Rabbi’s also add that the letter Hei represents the “breath of God” which empowered Abraham and Sarah to do what God called them to do.
Abram means “exalted father”. Abraham means “father of many”. Sarai means “princess” is “princess of many or mother of nations”. . 
That’s why the prophets kept pointing to Jesus. Because He wouldn’t just cover sin, 
He would take it away completely.
A perfect man would have to cut a Covenant with God so that humanity could be restored back to the place of authority.

Matthew 1:1 NKJV- The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son of Abraham:

Matthew 1:2 NKJV - “Abraham begot Isaac, Isaac begot Jacob, and Jacob begot Judah and his brothers.” 

Matthew 1:15-16 NKJV - “Eliud begot Eleazar, Eleazar begot Matthan, and Matthan begot Jacob. And Jacob begot Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus who is called Christ.”

All of this is to show us that Jesus is a descendant of Abraham!  Why is this important?  Jesus is in the covenant!  Only descendants of Abraham were included in the Old Covenant.

Jesus ministered on the earth under the Abrahamic Covenant. 

Mark 14:22 NKJV- 22 And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them and said, “Take, eat; this is My body.” 23 Then He took the cup, and when He had given thanks He gave it to them, and they all drank from it. 24 And He said to them, “This is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many.

Jesus lived a perfect life, never violated the law 1 time. He didn’t deserve to die!! But He willingly died because He was the sacrificial lamb of the new covenant. Blood had to be shed.  Man had to pay for the sins.  Man screwed this thing up, so man had to fix it.  This is why Jesus came as a man.

God made this covenant with Jesus. This is a good thing because Jesus will never mess up. He will never break it. This covenant is not based on our performance.

Romans 5:12-13 NKJV - “Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, and death through sin, and thus death spread to all men, because all sinned— (For until the law sin was in the world, but sin is not imputed when there is no law.”

Imputed- to lay the responsibility or blame for (something) often falsely or unjustly. To credit or ascribe (something) to a person, cause, etc. To attribute.

That one man was Adam, sin entered into the world death through sin.  It spread to all men because the seed was corrupted.  (1 Peter 1:23 the incorruptible seed)
1 Peter 1:23 NKJV- having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever,

Romans 5:14-15 NKJV - “Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression of Adam, who is a type of Him who was to come. But the free gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s offense many died, much more the grace of God and the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many.”

We see a comparison here between Jesus and Adam. Also notice when it refers to Adam, man is lower case but capitalized when referring to Jesus.

Romans 5:16-19 NKJV - “And the gift is not like that which came through the one who sinned. For the judgment which came from one offense resulted in condemnation, but the free gift which came from many offenses resulted in justification. For if by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.) Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life. For as by one man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one Man’s obedience many will be made righteous.” 

Adam was a type of Jesus.

Again, we see this comparison. Death reigned, and now we are to reign.  Through Adam, judgement and condemnation came, but through Jesus the free gift and justification. Through Adam’s offense the curse came and judgement came, but now because of Jesus we are made righteous.  

God is making another covenant with a man here but this time the man is JESUS! Neither one of them are backing out of or breaking the covenant!  You may mess up, but Jesus didn’t!!!  You are in Christ!!!!

Galatians 3:13-14 NKJV - “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”), that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.”

Under the New Covenant, the curse does not belong to us.  The blessing is still available, but the curse is not something you have to put up with.  
You have all the blessings of Abraham. 
Galatians 3:7 NKJV- Therefore know that only those who are of faith are sons of Abraham. 

Romans 2:28-29 NLT- For you are not a true Jew just because you were born of Jewish parents or because you have gone through the ceremony of circumcision. No, a true Jew is one whose heart is right with God. And true circumcision is not merely obeying the letter of the law; rather, it is a change of heart produced by the Spirit. And a person with a changed heart seeks praised from God, not from people. 

The Blessing to Abraham: Deuteronomy 28
Deuteronomy 28:2 NKJV- And all these blessings shall come upon you and overtake you, because you obey the voice of the Lord your God: 

Galatians 3:26-29 NKJV - “For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. And if you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.”

Jesus never violated the covenant.  And now, in Christ, we don’t either.  Jesus restored us to our rightful place.  We are now descendants of Abraham. 

The New Covenant is between Jesus (man) and God.  

Ephesians 2:4-6 NKJV - “But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,”

This couldn’t have happened without the New Covenant. 

Ephesians 2:7 NKJV - “that in the ages to come He might show the exceeding riches of His grace in His kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.”

We are here to stay!
