Walking In Your Covenant
What keeps us from fully accessing the Covenant? 
Sin Consciousness- Constant awareness of sin, failure, and shortcomings. 
Hebrews 10:17-18 NLT- “I will never again remember their sins and lawless deeds.” And when sins have been forgiven, there is no need to offer any more sacrifices. 

Hebrews 10:16 NLT- “This is the new covenant I will make with my people on that day, says the LORD: I will put my laws in their hearts, and I will write them on their minds.” God no longer remembers our sin.

God no longer remembers our sins. 
We can get so focused on what we have done or haven’t done that we forget it’s not about what us but about what Jesus has done. 
Psalm 103:12 NLT- He has removed our sins as far from us as the east is from the west.

Sin is not your problem. It’s a non-issue. Jesus removed it from the equation. 
Sin consciousness will keep you from accessing the benefits of the covenant as well as others.
Hebrews 10:19-20 NKJV- 19 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh,
Jesus' blood gives us bold access to God. 
Hebrews 10:22 NLT- For our guilty consciences have been sprinkled with Christ’s blood to make us clean, and our bodies have been washed with pure water.
2 Corinthians 6:12- You are not restricted by us, but you are restricted by your own affection. 
*God is not the one restricting or limiting us but it’s ourselves that limit us. 
The Blood of Jesus takes the limits off for us. 
2 Corinthians 5:17 NKJV- Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.
Ephesians 4:24 NLT- Put on your new nature, created to be like God—truly righteous and holy.
Fear of failure 
Romans 8:30-31 NKJV- 30 Moreover whom He predestined, these He also called; whom He called, these He also justified; and whom He justified, these He also glorified. 31 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us?
If God is for us, who can be against us?
2 Corinthians 12:9- Each time he said, “My grace is all you need. My power works best in weakness.” So now I am glad to boast about my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ can work through me.
His grace is all we need; His power works best in our weakness.
2 Timothy 1:7 NKJV- For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind.
Selfishness  
John 15:13 NLT- There is no greater love than to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.
There is no greater love than to lay down one's life for friends.
Romans 12:1 NLT- And so, dear brothers and sisters, I plead with you to give your bodies to God because of all he has done for you. Let them be a living and holy sacrifice—the kind he will find acceptable. This is truly the way to worship him.
A Weak Mindset and Unrenewed Thoughts
2 Corinthians 10: 4-5- For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity too the obedience of Christ.
Stronghold- a place that has been fortified so as to protect it against attack. a place where a particular cause or belief is strongly defended or upheld. 
Romans 12:2 ESV- Do not conform to the pattern of this world but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is—his good, pleasing, and perfect will.
If your mind is not being renewed, you will default to the world’s way of thinking. And when that happens, you won’t be able to clearly see or walk in God’s will. That is the carnal mind 
Mark 7:13 NKJV- making the word of God of no effect through your tradition which you have handed down.
Hebrews 4:12- For the word of God is alive and powerful. It is sharper than the sharpest two-edged sword, cutting between soul and spirit, between joint and marrow. It exposes our innermost thoughts and desires.
*When something else is more important than the knowledge of God then you won’t access The Covenant and the power of God’s Word has no effect in your life.
*We have churches filled with powerless Christians who consider anything but The Word and have not put God’s Word as the ultimate authority in their lives.
A lack of positive love 
1 Corinthians 13:8- Love never fails. But where there are prophecies, they will cease; where there are tongues, they will be stilled; where there is knowledge, it will pass away. 
Galatians 5:6 NLT- For when we place our faith in Christ Jesus, there is no benefit in being circumcised or being uncircumcised. What is important is faith expressing itself in love.
1 Corinthians 13:13- And now these three remain: faith, hope, and love; but the greatest of these is love. 
Your covenant is not something you are trying to earn, it’s something you’ve already been given. Every part of it has already been established through Jesus—your identity, your authority, your victory, your access to God—it’s all been finished. The question is not does God want to do it? The question is, will you believe it and walk in it?
