Coastal School Ministries
Making Bible education and prayer a part of every public-school day.

Coastal School Ministries (CSM) serves Horry County students through Released-
Time Bible Education. CSM is currently established in nine Horry County schools.
They are preparing to re-enter Whittemore Park Middle School and Loris Middle
School in the fall.

A bus picks the children up at the participating school, they are taken to a host
facility, usually a church, and after their class, taken back to school to finish out their
normal day. This is done with parental permission.

They operate under South Carolina’s Released-Time law, working closely with school
districts, volunteers, and churches to make Bible education accessible, legal, and
impactful.

Please be in pray for an increase in teaching staff and volunteers as well as an
increase in schools choosing to participate.

Mobile Meals of the South Strand

The organization serves Murrells Inlet and surrounding areas and focuses on
providing home-delivered meals to individuals who are unable to prepare adequate
nutrition due to illness, disability, or advanced age, while also offering companionship
and community connection through volunteer visits.

Meals are delivered Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. Our church is on the
schedule once every 12 weeks. Volunteers provide the service only one day during
the week.

Cost is based on ability to pay; funding comes from local churches, civic groups,
foundations, and client contributions.

Volunteers are essential to the program, performing roles such as drivers, runners,
packers, and fundraising committee members. The program is strictly volunteer-
driven, with no paid positions, emphasizing community involvement and support for
seniors and those in need.
