Get to Know Me 

1. Do you have any big plans for the summer? 
 

Into the Bible 

Read Luke 23:34 

2. From the cross, Jesus prayed for His executioners. Discuss Jesus’ prayer (who the prayer was for, what 
His request was, what it reveals about His heart toward His persecutors) and how it can help us 
understand His teaching in Matthew 5:44. 
 

Read Luke 23:39-43 

3. These verses tell the remarkable story of the last-minute conversion of one of the thieves who were being 
crucified alongside Jesus. What does the thief’s statement reveal about what he came to believe about 
Jesus? What does Jesus’ statement reveal about the certainty of the promise of salvation? 
 

Read John 19:25-27 

4. In this third statement from the cross, Jesus once again focused on the needs of others rather than His 
own suffering. He entrusted the care of His mother to His disciple John. Read Matthew 12:46–50. What 
do these passages reveal about how Jesus expects His followers to view and care for one another as 
members of God's family? 
 

Read Matthew 27:46 

5. As Jesus suffered on the cross, He cried out, expressing the sense of abandonment He experienced as 
He bore the guilt and shame of our sin. In that moment, He was enduring the terrible consequence of 
sin—the separation it creates between God and man. Read 2 Corinthians 5:21 and Isaiah 53:3–5. What 
do these passages teach us about what Jesus was experiencing on the cross, and what was 
accomplished for us through His suffering? 
 

 

 



 
 

Read John 19:28 

6. Now that the work that Jesus had come to do for others was accomplished, Jesus finally addressed a 
need of His own when He asked for a drink. How does this help illustrate Paul’s teaching from 
Philippians 2:3-4? 
 

Read John 19:30 

7. Taking a drink so that He might have a clear throat, Jesus uttered the most important statement in 
history—It is finished. What was finished and why is it important? 
 

Read Luke 23:44:46 

8. Jesus entrusted His spirit into His Father’s hands. What does this teach us about how we can trust our 
lives and even our deaths into the hands of God?

9. What are the mains lessons that we get from Jesus’ statements from the cross?
