Hello, GC Family!

As a leadership, we have spent time praying
about and contemplating our response
to the current increase in COVID cases
locally and statewide, as well as in our
own church body. We want you to know
that we are taking the spread of the Delta
variant seriously; we know firsthand just how
contagious it is because of the rapid spread
following a youth retreat two weekends
past—at last count there were 30 cases
stemming from the weekend, with several
additional cases because of subsequent
spread, and numerous cases within the
church body not connected with the youth
retreat.

Given this reality, we have decided that it
is wisest to take some steps in an effort to
mitigate the potential spread of this virus
at our gatherings, including postponing
the start of Sunday AM Connection Classes
and the Small Group Celebration and
Connection event.

We will return to earlier guidance about
masks, and ask that you wear a mask while
entering, leaving, and moving through the
building. Once you are seated you are free
to remove your mask. The balcony area
will be a mask required zone. All childrens’
environments will confinue to be offered,
including a staffed nursery.

We expect the current guidelines to remain
in place for the month of August, with the
plan of re-evaluating for September.

If you have any symptoms connected with
COVID sickness, please do not attend a GC
gathering. We are also asking that you follow
the current guidance about isolation and
quarantine for sickness or exposure.

Continue to be in prayer for those who are
currently struggling through this sickness. |
continue to be floored by all of the stories I'm
hearing about the way you care so faithfully
for each other’s needs. Your love for others
who are part of your church family fells
volumes about your love for God.
