7 MAIN SYMBOLS USED IN REVELATION

. DRAGON - symbolic of Satan
(Rev. 1:20; 5:6;11:8;12:1,3,9; 17:1,9, 15-18, etc.)

. FIRST BEAST - symbolic of the Antichrist
(Rev. 13;14:9-11;17:3-17;19:19-21; 20:4,10)

= THE BOOK OF

. ANOTHER BEAST - symbolic of False Prophet, who is called this just once (Rev. 13:11)

- SEVEN HEADS - 7 empires from history that persecuted Israel (Egypt, Assyria, Babylon,
Persia, Greece, Rome, revived Roman Empire of Dan. 2:41-42,7:7,Rev. 12:3,13:1, 17:3-16.)

. TEN HORNS - represents a 10-nation confederation that serves Antichrist (Rev. 17:12-13)

. HARLOT BABYLON - will be a world-wide demonically inspired religious and economic
system based in the rebuilt city of Babylon (near Baghdad, Iraq) (Rev. 17-18, Jer. 50-51)

. WOMAN WITH MALE CHILD (Jesus)- the faithful remnant of Israel through history (Rev. 12)

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REVELATION CHAPTER ONE nxuv)

1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His servants—things which
must [a]shortly take place. And He sent and signified it by His angel to His servant John,

2 who bore witness to the word of God, and to the testimony of Jesus Christ, to all things that
he saw.

3 Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those
things which are written in it; for the time is near.
